IV. OLD BUSINESS

1. Pop Can Fund

BJ reported that $5,000 had been transferred from the Pop Can Fund to the City Park Budget.  The remaining Pop Can Fund balance was $427.42.  BJ asked if any of the Commissioners wanted to replace Gerry McMillan on the Pop Can Fund checkbook.  JR volunteered to be on the account.  Since the Pop Can Fund Trailer was recently donated to the local Boy Scout Troop, the Pop Can Fund no longer has a source of revenue.    
V. NEW BUSINESS

1. Park Landscape Planning & Tree Placement
The Commission discussed planting trees and other plantings within Mayer’s parks.  Baker asked the Commissioners if they wanted to order any trees for developed areas of parks.  GH suggested that they should create a master park plan and tree planting plan for the parks.  MT stated that trees should be located near park benches and used to complement park structures.   BJ stated that West Ridge Park trails should be established before trees are planted.  JR stated that trees can define a space, act as a natural buffer, and provide a consistent backdrop around the ball fields.  JR and GH suggested planting naturalistic clusters around the perimeter and strategically planting park trees internally.  The Commissioners stated that they would work at creating a tree planting plan for the next meeting.
