I. CALL TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order at 5:31 PM.
II. ADOPT AGENDA

Motion: BJ/GM, all in favor; to adopt the Agenda.
III. APROVAL OF MINUTES
Motion:  GM/BJ, all in favor; to adopt the Minutes of September 5, 2006 with the suggestion made by BJ to change the word “robbed”.
IV. OLD BUSINESS

1. City Entrance Sign
Baker presented the staff report and explained the different city entrance sign proposals.  Three different quotes were received:  Identi-Graphics (1 option/no picture), Sign Source (3 options), and CD Products (2 options).  GM mentioned that masonry products are durable for many years.  GH stated that the stucco/compressed foam signs are usually mass produced and might start to fade after 5-10 years.  The Commission members suggested obtaining new quotes from local masons.
BJ stated that a portable sign doesn’t make sense, and that Hwy 25 & 30 is a perfect location for travelers from both the south and east.  GH suggested locating the sign on City property directly northeast of the Hwy 25 & 30 intersection.  He stated that the berm location across the street is too “in your face”, and that the east side is an ideal location for an entrance sign (having a pond and maybe a fountain in the background and not a housing development).  MT agreed with the east side sign location, stating that he usually looks to his right when looking for signs.
Motion: GM/BJ, all in favor; to recommend approval of Option # 1 from Sign Source with the possibility of receiving new quotes from local masonry contractors to lower the price.
Motion: BJ/GM, all in favor; to recommend locating the sign somewhere on the northeast side of Hwy 25 & 30, on City property.

V. NEW BUSINESS

1. Play Equipment for Old Schoolhouse Park & Meadow Park

Baker presented two concept plans for play equipment in Old Schoolhouse Park and Meadow Park.  Both concepts showed a connected arrangement of play equipment.  The only difference between the two park concepts is that Old Schoolhouse Park would have a climbing net structure and Meadow Park would have roofs over the play equipment junction points.  JR stated that a rope climbing net would be a good option for the park.  He also mentioned that a cement mountable curb makes a nice clean maintainable edge for the wood fiber play area.

Motion:  GM/JR, all in favor; to recommend approval of the concept plan layout proposal from EFA -Landscape Structures for play equipment in Old Schoolhouse Park and Meadow Park.
2. Meadow Park Site Plan (Hidden Creek Residential Development)

Baker provided a grading plan and a proposed site plan of Meadow Park to the Commission.  He asked the Commission to use the plans as a resource to start thinking about an official site plan design for the park.
