1. Presentation of Survey Results – Administrator Murphy presented a summary report of the 2005 City of Mayer Citizen Survey.  She reviewed the report with the Council.  This summary will be added to the City’s web site for the public to view.
2. Seal Coating Bids – City Council and previously advertised for seal coating bids.  The City opened bids on Wednesday May 18, 2005.  The following were the bids:

A MOTION was made by Council Member Haag with a second by Council Member McIntosh to approve the recommendation of the Engineer to accept the low bid from Asphalt Surface Technologies for $14,602.00 to seal coat Hidden Creek 1st Addition.  Motion Carried 3/0
3. Authorize Advertisement of Bids for Pond Decommissioning Phases 1 & 2 – A MOTION was made by Council Member McIntosh and seconded by Council Member Haag to Authorize Advertisement of Bids for Pond Decommissioning Phases 1 & 2 .  Motion Carried 3/0
NEW BUSINESS:

1. Credit Card Use Policy – As the City staff continues to increase, the City needs to have policies in place setting forth the expectations of the City.  This policy addresses the use of the City credit card and further protects the City of Mayer from any inappropriate use of the credit cards.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Haag with a second by Council Member McIntosh to approve the Credit Card Use Policy as presented.   Motion Carried 3/0
2. Approve Ordinance 117 – City Fee Schedule – The City had previously adopted the fee schedule at the January 10, 2005 meeting.  It is the recommendation of the City Attorney that the fee schedule be adopted by ordinance.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Haag with a second by Council Member McIntosh to approve Ordinance No. 117, establishing the City fee schedule by Ordinance.  Motion Carried 3/0
3. Approval of Easement Payment for Bob’s Repair – The City recently placed sewer and water mains to service the Hartman Development on land that is owned by Bob’s Repair.  Bob and Robin Carlson did allow the City of Mayer to have the mains in their property.  It is appropriate for the Developer to pay the land owner for the use of his land.  City staff is recommending $5,300.00 based on the area of 10,600 square feet at .50 per square foot to arrive at the amount.  Since the mains were placed for the Hartmann development it would be appropriate to charge the developer for these costs.  A MOTION was made by Council Member McIntosh with a second by Council Member Haag to approve the $5,300.00 payment to Bob and Robin Carlson for this easement purchase.  Motion Carried 3/0
4. Storm Water Fee Change - A developer had questioned the amount of the area charge for storm water.  Staff reviewed the storm water fee and decided that a more equitable fee would be $2,250.00 per acre.  One area of the city is set at $4,372.00 by taking that area out which tends to skew the amount higher the number we arrived at was $2,238.82.  A MOTION was made by Council Member McIntosh with a second by Council Member Haag changing the amount of the per acre fee from $2,650.00 to 2,250.00 for storm water area charges.  Motion Carried 3/0
5. Closing of 62nd Street – Staff is asking for direction of the Council for future discussions with MnDOT on the question of closing 62nd street.  This street will be redirected to come through Fieldstone with the construction of the first addition.  After some discussion, it was generally decided to have the Engineer strive to keep 62nd street open for the life safety issues of Lutheran High School, as recommended by the Fire Chief.
6. Approval of Quote for Street Repairs – Staff has received 2 quotes from Wm. Mueller and Sons and Expert Driveway for repair of city streets.  The amounts of the quotes are:  


Wm. Mueller and Sons -  $1,025.00 to $1,230.00 


Expert Asphalt for an amount of $2,250.00.  

A MOTION was made by Council Member McIntosh with a second by Council Member Haag to approve the quote of Wm. Mueller & Sons.  Motion Carried 3/0
7. Approval to Seek Quotes for Delineation of West Ridge Park – Staff has determined that there has not been a delineation of West Ridge Park.  In order to continue with park improvements, it is necessary to complete this delineation to determine whether or not wetlands actually exist on this parcel.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Haag with a second by Council Member McIntosh to move forward with a cost estimate for the delineation of West Ridge Park.  Motion Carried 3/0

OTHER BUSINESS

· Approval of an Additional Claim – MOTION was made by Council Member McIntosh with a second by Council Member Haag to approve the W. Ridge Rd and 7th and Ash Ave. General Obligation Improvement bond of 2003 payment of $11,530.00 as presented.  Motion Carried 3/0.

· Approve Hydro-seed Quote – MOTION was made by Council Member McIntosh with a second by Council Member Haag to approve the quote of $695.00 to hydro-seed areas at W. Ridge Park and the water tower.  Motion Carried 3/0

· Appointment of Land Use Attorney – MOTION was made by Council Member McIntosh with a second by Council Member Haag to approve the recommendation of City Attorney David Hubert to appoint George C. Hoff as the Land Use Attorney to work specifically on the Coldwater Crossing Development.  Motion Carried 3/0  There was additional discussion on using Mr. Hoff for all Development issues, but was decided to begin with Coldwater Crossing.
· Coldwater Crossing 6th Addition Developer’s Agreement – The City Attorney has  recommended approval of the Coldwater Crossing 6th Additional Developer’s Agreement with the following condition: 

1) Obtaining approved costs schedule from the City Engineer to determine the amount of the Letter of Credit; 
2) Receipt of payment in full of the second installment of Park Dedication fee with interest to date;

3) Bringing up to date any delinquency in the Escrow account;

4) Final “clean copy” of Development Agreement with all exhibits attached approved by the City Attorney.

After discussion, a MOTION was made by Council Member Haag with a second by Council Member McIntosh to deny the approval of the Developer’s Agreement of Coldwater Crossing 6th Addition, stating that the Park Dedication fee paid in full with interest before any approval is given.  Motion Carried 3/0
