MAYER CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES – March 28, 2005     

CALL REGULAR MEETING TO ORDER AT 6:30 P.M. BY MAYOR THOMAS

The Meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

APPROVE AGENDA

Additions to the agenda included approval for Greg Kluver to attend a Bio-solids conference and a request for a transfer of the Y-Liquors Off Sale License to Aaron Young.

STAFF REPORTS

Administrator Murphy presented her monthly report outlining activities for the past month.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

1. Resolution 03-28-05-06, Greg Hoese request:
After some discussion describing the procedure for accessing a field through barricades at the west end of West Creek Trail, a MOTION was made by Council Member McIntosh with a second by Council Member Haag to approve Resolution 3-28-05-6 as corrected.  Motion Carried 5/0

2. A Motion Approving A $1,800.00 License Fee For Sexually Orientated Businesses:

The Council passed the sexually orientated business ordinance at the last meeting.  The Council needs to set a fee for the licensing of the business.  Staff is proposing a $1,800 fee.  This is the same as the liquor license fee because the applicant would have to go through the same process as a liquor license applicant. Staff thought it appropriate to set the fee at the same amount.  

Council had asked staff to consult with the City Attorney about adding an additional fee.  Please, keep in mind that the fee needs to be based on an actual cost.  Not knowing if additional law enforcement or other services will be needed because of a sexually orientated business it is hard to anticipate the amount and type of fee.  The attorney is recommending that the Council set the fee at the $1,800 and if a business would come in and additional fees would be required they would have to be based on the actual expense to the City and the fee could be adjusted at renewal accordingly.    A MOTION was made by Council Member Taylor with a second by Council Member Haag to approve the $1,800.00 license fee the sexually orientated businesses.  Motion Carried 5/0

3. Garbage Haulers Continued Discussion:

Administrator Murphy outlined possible solutions to the Garbage Hauler decision:

· A motion to prepare and advertise for an RFP.

· A motion to have the administrator negotiate a contract with Waste Management

· A motion to have the administrator negotiate a contract with Evergreen Sanitation

· A motion establishing a work session to explore and discuss all options for the City.

After further discussion, a MOTION was made by Council Member Taylor with a second by Council Member McIntosh to move forward with preparing and advertising for a Request for Proposal for garbage services.  Motion Carried 5/0  RFP’s will be solicited until April 29th, with the Council decision to be made at the May 9th meeting.

4. Approval of Resolution 03-28-05-09 Hiring of Public Works Employee:

The City Council had interviewed Public Works Candidates on January 26 and March 17.  Of the 26 applicants the personnel committee recommended 4 applicants for interview.  The City Council conducted interviews on March 17 and interviewed 3 candidates with one of the candidates not appearing for the interview.  After the interview the Council decided to offer the position to Greg Lemer with the salary of $17.50 per hour.  This position will have a six month probationary period and at that time the Council will review the performance of the employee, make a determination for permanent status and any salary adjustments the Council deems appropriate. 

A MOTION was made by Council Member McIntosh with a second by Council Member Haag to approve Resolution 03-28-05-09 Hiring a Public Works Employee contingent on the completion of the background check.  Motion Carried 5/0 

NEW BUSINESS

1. Approval of Letter of Credit Reductions for Hidden Creek 1st, 2nd, 3rd and 4th Additions:

A MOTION was made by Council Member Smith with a second by Council Member Taylor approving the letter of credit reductions as follows  for Hidden Creek 1st , 2nd , 3rd and 4th Additions making the current letter of credit $218,177.00 upon receipt of warranty and surety bonds for each development. 2. Street Sweeping

Staff is recommending approval of Pearson Bros. proposal in the amount of $775.00 for the spring sweep and a flat rate of $625.00 each for both the summer and fall sweeps.  There was discussion about contacting the City of Watertown to see if they would be interested in a cooperative agreement for their equipment to be used in our City for the purpose of street sweeping.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Taylor with a second by Council Member Haag to have the Administrator pursue the Watertown cooperative agreement for equipment and to also approve the proposal of Pearson Bros. if needed.
3. Application For Off Sale Liquor License

Aaron Young has submitted an application for an Off Sale Liquor License.  He is proposing to purchase Y-Liquors at 212 Ash Ave N.  A MOTION was made by Council Member McIntosh with a second by Council Member Taylor to approve the application for Off Sale license pending receipt of proper fees, certificate of insurance and background check.  Motion Carried 5/0

4. Authorization To Purchase A Tanker For The Fire Department:
The Fire Department is proposing to trade in the 1965 tanker and to purchase a demo tanker at the cost of $120,198.  The purchase of the truck would be financed in the following manner:

The City would finance the truck in the following manner: $25,000 for 5 years at 4.25% with 5 payments at $5,660.00 annually.  The Township will not be adding any money to the fair share formula but the amount of the truck fund will be reduced by the $5,660.00 to make the payment.  Instead of placing $15,000 into the truck fund the amount will be $9340.00 for future purchases for the next 5 years.  Also, the current truck payment will be satisfied in July 2009.  

After discussion, a MOTION was made by Council Member McIntosh with a second by Council Member Taylor to approve the purchase of a Tanker for the Fire Department.  Motion Carried 5/0
5. FEMA Grant Application

Fire Chief Rod Maetzold requested authorization to apply for the 2005 FEMA Grant.  The grant request would include a Thermo Imaging camera, an extrication tool, additional air bags used for extrication, two water rescue suits, five sets of turn out gear and rescue jump suits for the new members.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Smith with a second by Council Member Taylor to approve the FEMA Grant application request.  Motion Carried 5/0

6. New Firefighters Approved
A MOTION was made by Council Member Taylor with a second by Council Member McIntosh to approve Michael Griggs and Jeffrey Jackson as new members of the Fire Department, pending receipt of their physicals.  Motion Carried 5/0

Chief Maetzold invited the Council to attend the Spring Fish Fry Sunday, April 3rd.

Mayor Thomas would like to recognize the Fire Department members by adding photos of the members to the City’s website and to compile a display at the Community Center.  He will work with the Department to implement this recognition

7. Community Center Roof Quote

A quote has been received from Kohls Foam Systems Inc. for repairs to the lower portion of the Community Center roof.  It was decided to solicit two or three additional quotes and evaluate at the next meeting.
8. Carver County HRA role in Economic Development

The Carver County HRA asked Administrator Murphy what if any their role would be now that the City of Mayer has created its own EDA.  The Council indicated that any direction they could give to help get our EDA started would be appreciated.

9. Bio-Solids Conference

A MOTION was made by Council Member Taylor with a second by Council Member Smith to approve Greg Kluver attend a Bio-Solids Conference, addressing the decommissioning of the sewer ponds, at a cost not to exceed $300.00.  Motion Carried 5/0 

The balance of the Council meeting was conducted in a closed session for the purpose of the Administrator’s Review.

The Council, Clerk and City Administrator met in a closed session to conduct a performance appraisal for the City Administrator – Luayn Murphy.   After giving the Administrator a positive review, a MOTION was made by Council Member Smith with a second by Council Member Taylor to adjust her salary per contract to $55,000.00 effective as of her six month anniversary.  Motion Carried 5/0
