I. CALL TO ORDER

IV. BUSINESS

1. Bike Racks
        The commission discussed the locations for bike racks.  The commission would like to have four bike racks two in Old Schoolhouse Park, one in Meadow Park and one in West Ridge Park.  Commission instructed staff to contact bike rack manufacturer and request samples of the recycled bike rack colors. Commission also instructed staff to contact concrete to find out what the cost of concrete will be.  Commission will complete visits of the three parks and staff will get quotes on concrete and samples of the bike rack recycled plastic material.  
2. Screening of Meadow Park 

Staff has had a noise complaint from a resident near Meadow Park.  Staff contacted the Carver County CSO and asked them to speak to the users of the park about being considerate of the residents.  Staff has not received any more complaints.  The resident suggested that the City screen the park from the residential area.  Staff is requesting direction from the park board on screening of Meadow Park.  Public works prefers that the City wait because he is trying to establish grass and does not want to see it disturbed.  Park board agreed to have staff  monitor the issue and wait until next year.  
3.  Review of Five Year Plan

Commission reviewed the five year plan and made the following suggestions for 2008:  Include bike racks and concrete slabs, Discovery Park, 3 benches and 3 garbage receptacles and a miscellaneous item of $5,000.  
3. Survey 


Staff presented the results of the 2008 survey.  
4. Tractor Tires

Park board wants to decline the offer to place the tractor tires.  This was a very generous offer but at this time the commission in not interested in the tractor tires.
