The Meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

APPROVE AGENDA
MOTION made by Council Member Capaul with a second by Council Member Taylor to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion Carried 4/0
APPROVE CONSENT AGENDA
A MOTION was made by Council Member Taylor with a second by Council Member Haag to approve the Consent Agenda as presented – withholding the Lutheran High School contract for discussion later in the meeting:  Motion Carried 4/0.

COLDWATER CROSSING 7TH ADDITION REVISED DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT

City Attorney Kim Kozar appeared before the Council to report that the Developer has not executed the Development Agreement for Coldwater Crossing 7th Addition that was given Final Plat approval by the Council on June 26, 2006.  He has since requested numerous revisions to the Development Agreement.  Negotiations have taken place between the Developer and the City with respect to the Development Agreement and issues related.  After some discussion, a MOTION was made by Council Member Haag and seconded by Council Member Capaul to approve Resolution 09-11-2006-37, rescinding June 26, 2006 approval of Development Agreement for Coldwater Crossing Seventh Addition and approving Revised Development Agreement for Coldwater Crossing Seventh Addition. 
FIRE CHIEF
1. Approve New Member - Chief Maetzold appeared before the Council to request approval for a new firefighter application from Chris Jackson.  He is a trained First Responder and holds a Firefighter I certificate.  He has passed the physical and background check.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Capaul and seconded by Council Member Taylor to approve Chris Jackson as a new member of the Mayer Fire Department.  Motion Carried 4/0
2. Approve Purchase of First Response Truck – The Mayer Fire Department is requesting to order the chassis for the First Response Truck that is budgeted capital improvement equipment for 2007.  They have been researching vehicles and obtaining quotes.  If they order the chassis within the next week, taking possession by the end of the year, they would save $2,000.00.  Funds are in the Truck Fund at this time.  There was general Council consensus approving this cost savings.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Capaul and seconded by Council Member Taylor to approve the purchase of the First Response Truck chassis not to exceed $26,000.00.  Motion carried 4/0
3. Approve Pager Purchase – A MOTION was made by Council Member Taylor and seconded by Council Member Capaul authorizing the Fire Chief to spend up to $1,000.00 to purchase spare pagers when needed.  Motion Carried 4/0

4. Chief Maetzold reported – that at the last training, the Department burned Margie Hoese house for training(now owned by Hartman Communities LLC).  They have had another request to burn a building as part of a training exercise.  No date has been set.  He also reported that the Department’s two Captain/Training Officers are currently taking “Training Instructor” classes, which will occur over 11 sessions.
5. NIMS Training – Chief Maetzold reported that NIMS Training will be held Monday, September 18th at the Fire Station.  This session is required by all Council Members and City Administration.  There are alternate dates available at neighboring communities for those that are not able to attend.

LHS AGREEMENT FOR COMMUNITY CENTER GYM
The Council reviews that per hour charge for the Community Center gym.  Being no change, a MOTION was made by Council Member Capaul and seconded by Council Member Taylor to approve the Agreement for the lease of the Mayer Community Center gymnasium during the 2006-2007 school year by Lutheran High School from the City of Mayer, with terms being $15.00 per hour of use.  Motion carried 4/0
CITY PLANNER
1. Park Concession – Planner Baker reported that the Park & Recreation Commission and the Mayer Baseball Club have been working together with City Staff to complete a site plan and building layout for a concessions and restrooms building in Old Schoolhouse Park.  At the Park & Recreation Commission meeting on September 5, 2006, the Commission and Baseball Club made comments regarding the latest building sketch and site plan revisions.  City Staff took the comments from the meeting and created a revised concept plan.  Based on the revised concept plan, Paulsen Architects produced an accurate new site plan and building layout sketch.  The Council reviewed the new site plan and building layout sketch.  After some discussion, a MOTION was made by Council Member Capaul and seconded by Council Member Haag authorizing Staff to bid the project, get plans and specs and report back to the Council if there is enough time to begin the project this fall.  Motion carried 4/0  Mayor Thomas recognized Gary Hittle and his concern raised by the new site plan.
2. Ballfield Batting Cage – The Mayer Baseball Club is proposing to erect a batting cage just outside of the right field fence at Ball Field #1.  It would be located 1’ – 2’ east of the northernmost portion of the fence.  The proposed cage would be 12’ X 100’ and consist of a net and six poles.  Six – 3” pole sleeves would be cemented below ground so that the poles and net could be removed for the off-season.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Capaul and seconded by Council Member Taylor to approve the placement of the batting cage as presented, with the addition of a maintenance free red rock or similar product is added within the area.  Motion carried 4/0
3. Site Plan Review for 113 5th Street NE – Jeff Schwartz of 113 5th St NE has requested site plan review to erect a detached garage in the rear of his property.  The Mayer Planning Commission is recommending site plan approval with several conditions.  After some review, a MOTION was made by Council Member Capaul and seconded by Council Member Haag to approve the site plan review for 113 5th St NE as recommended by the Mayer Planning Commission and the conditions set forth as presented.  Motion carried 4/0
4. Coldwater Crossing Sign – The Developer of Coldwater Crossing is requesting site plan review to erect a temporary development sign.  The subject property is located at 2600 Rocky Meadow Lane (west entrance to Coldwater Crossing off of Co Rd 30).  The Mayer Planning Commission is recommending site plan approval with several conditions.  After some review, a MOTION was made by Council Member Capaul and seconded by Council Member Taylor to approve the site plan review for this temporary development sign as recommended by the Mayer Planning Commission and the conditions set forth as presented.  Motion carried 4/0
CITY ADMINISTRATOR
1. Resolution to Certify Preliminary Levy – Administrator Murphy presented the revised proposed budget which includes the recommended police protection of 3 hours per day of police service, 7 hours per week of CSO and $2,100 for the Drug Task Force.  After some discussion, a MOTION was made by Council Member Capaul and seconded by Council Member Haag to approve Resolution 09-11-2006-36 adopting the Preliminary Tax Levy for the City of Mayer Collection in 2007 as follows: General Levy - $876,212.00; Debt Service - $107,864.00 for a total of $$984,076.00.  Motion carried 4/0
2. Awarding of Snow Plow Bids – Administrator Murphy reported that only one bid for snow removal has been received.  Staff reported that Shaun Dalchow Construction called to say they would not be bidding this season.  The bid was opened from Widmer Construction.  After some discussion, a MOTION was made by Council Member Haag and seconded by Council Member Taylor to approve the bid from Widmer Construction :       Motion carried 4/0
3. Capital Improvement Plan and Street Projects – The Council reviewed the 2007 Capital Improvement Plan (5 Year Plan).  They were asked to review priorities and reclassify if necessary.  They also reviewed the street improvement plan.  After some discussion, a MOTION was made by Council Member Haag and seconded by Council Member Taylor to authorize a feasibility study and project survey for the improvement of streets east of Hwy 25 for a possible 2007 reconstruction project.  Motion carried 4/0  As soon as the City Engineer gathers the necessary information, he will ask the Council to come together for a workshop to determine the scope of the project.
OTHER BUSINESS
· The Council was reminded that the Watertown Mayer School Board will hold their September meeting at the Mayer Community Center on Monday, September 18, 2006.  They will also hold their March 2007 meeting in Mayer.  All Council Members were invited to attend.
· The Park & Recreation Committee reported that over eight bags of aluminum cans have been stolen from the “can trailer”.  They suggest that the City add an article to the next newsletter to have residents empty their bags into the trailer, making it more difficult for someone to remove.  It was also suggested to post a sign.
