MOTION made by Council Member McIntosh with a second by Council Member Taylor to approve the agenda of the May 9, 2005 meeting with additions of Flowers for Main Street, mowing in the Parks, and addressing construction debris in the developments.  Motion Carried 5/0

CITY ENGINEER’S REPORTS
· WWTF Addition – Virg Muller reported that the WWTF expansion is approximately 85% complete.  During the next few weeks, the generator is to be installed; grading and finishing work will be done.  The plant should be ready for testing June 1st.
· Recommendation on Change to City Street Specifications – On a request from Hartman Communities and Braun Intertec, the City Engineer has reviewed the current street specification and is recommending an option to the current standard.  The Engineer’s opinion is that the optional standard is justified and more appropriate than the current City’s Standard.  It would decrease the amount of sand from 24 inches to six inches, using a fabric liner instead.  Other changes include adding an additional inch of bituminous and three additional inches of aggregate.  The Cities of Watertown and Waconia have use this standard for approximately six years with no problems.  Using this specification, drain tile would be added to the curb section of the entire street.  Additional, the cost would be up to one half the cost of the current standard.  After some discussion, a MOTION was made by Council Member Haag with a second by Council Member Taylor to approve the recommended change to the City Street Specification as presented.  Motion Carried 5/0
· Feasibility Study for Highway 25 Project and Approval of Resolution 05-09-05-13 – City Engineer Joe Duncan reviewed the Feasibility Study that was done for the Highway 25 project, highlighting the street and sidewalk construction and reconstruction, as well as drainage improvements, watermain replacement and sanitary sewer evaluation.  This project would be ready for the 2006 construction year.  An assessment hearing would be needed one month from the acceptance of the feasibility study.  This would be the first project to use the newly adopted Assessment Policy.   After further discussion, a MOTION was made by Council Member Taylor with a second by Council Member Haag to approve Resolution 05-09-05-13, Receiving the Report and Calling for a Public Hearing on the Highway 25 Improvement.  Motion Carried 5/0
STAFF REPORTS

2 Community Center. – No Report

2 Water/Sewer – 

· Generator for Well #2 – Greg Kluver would like the Council to consider connecting the old WWTF transfer switch and generator to Well #2.  He presented a quote for the electrical installation ($3,750.00) as well as a concrete pad ($1,170.00) next to the well.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Taylor with a second by Council Member McIntosh to approve the request as presented.  Motion Carried 5/0
· Replacement of heater and vent flew at the water treatment plant – The existing heater at the water treatment plant has a cracked heat exchanger and cannot be repaired.  After discussion a MOTION was made by Council Member Haag with a second by Council Member Smith to approve the replacement as presented.  Motion Carried 5/0
3. Streets - 
· Streets will be swept again around July 4th and then after the leaves fall. 

· State and local road restrictions went off May 4th.  
· Greg Lemer is getting quotes for pot hole repairs and crack filling.  He also has scheduled “Sentence to Serve” to come and pick up debris from the road ditches and city property that has blown around from the developments.
4.    Parks – 
· There has been a request from the Mayer Baseball Club to modify the softball fields to accommodate Babe Ruth games.  The Club will fund the project.  Cost would be $2,200.00 to modify both fields, making them more versatile.  The Parks Commission is recommending moving forward with these improvements.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Smith with a second by Council Member Haag to order the improvements to the softball fields as presented, requesting funds from the Mayer Baseball Club to cover costs, and to have them coordinate with the City for the improvements.  Motion Carried 5/0  

· There was discussion to get someone to cut the unused City Park areas, City outlots and stormwater areas.  

· Public Works will have the warming house moved and get doors installed to accommodate the 4-wheeler for the Baseball Club to access.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS

1. Camden Township Water Issue – Camden Township Chairman Virgil Stender appeared before the Council to request payment for flooding damages that occurred in June of 2004.  Pictures show that the Developer dammed up the flow of water causing the flooding of the township road and damage to crops.  The Developer has indicated that they are not responsible for these damages. Chip Hentges of the Carver County Soil & Water District, appeared to moderate the issue.  After some discussion, a MOTION was made by Council Member Taylor with a second by Council Member Haag to have the Administrator send a letter to Backes Company Inc indicating that payment for documented damages would be taken out of the escrow fund.  Motion Carried 5/0
There was additional discussion concerning an old 1982 maintenance agreement between the City of Mayer and Camden Township concerning 70th Street and the cartway west of 7th St NW. 

2 Garbage Haulers – During the previous four months, the Council has discussed garbage hauler issues.  The Council then authorized advertisements for RFP’s.  A spreadsheet of the pertinent issues to the RFP was reviewed.  Representatives from Waste Management, Evergreen Sanitation and Randy’s Sanitation were allowed to give a brief presentation of their proposal.  After further discussion a MOTION was made by Council Member Smith with a second by Council Member Haag to appoint Waste Management as the residential garbage hauler for the City of Mayer and to authorize the drafting of a contract for Council approval, pending receipt of written proof that the Commercial accounts will be offered out of present contracts with Waste Management that expire after August 31, 2005 This residential contract will include Single Sort bi-weekly recycling.  Motion Carried 3/2 (Council Member’s Smith, Haag and McIntosh voted in favor, with Council Member Taylor and Mayor Thomas voted against).   
3.   Cable Franchise Agreement – Council agreed that once North American Cable Corporation reaches 250 or more subscribers in the two cities of Mayer and New Germany, they should come back to the Cities and renegotiate added services.
NEW BUSINESS:

1. Request from Waconia Township – Staff has received a request from Waconia Township for the City to enter into a joint resolution with the township in reference to annexations and the fee that would be paid.  The Council directed staff to send a letter explaining that the City will be addressing the joint resolution in the next months as we complete our Comprehensive Plan process.
2. Mayer Baseball Club – A MOTION was made by Council Member McIntosh with a second by Council Member Haag to approve the following donations from the Mayer Baseball Club Gambling Fund: $675.00 for the scoreboard, $2,500.00 toward the Park softball fields, $2,500.00 toward a new Fire Department defibrillator and carrying case.  Motion Carried 5/0
3. Flowers for Main Street - Council Member McIntosh would like the City to again place pots of flowers on Main Street.  The City will purchase flowers for ten pots, and Public Works will water.  Public Works staff was directed to get the American Flags installed on the light poles before Memorial Day.
4. Construction Debris in Developments – Staff was asked to work on a way to control construction debris in developments.  Administrator Murphy suggested that wording be added to the Developer’s Agreements to help curb this issue.
