1.   Call Meeting to Order
Meeting called to order at 6:35 PM by Chair Stifter.

2. Adopt Agenda

On a motion by Commissioner Hahn and seconded by Commissioner Maetzold to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried 6/0. 

3. Adopt Minutes

On a motion by Commissioner Goedel and seconded by Commissioner Wachholz to approve the minutes of the May 5, 2009 with a correction to members present.   Motion carried 6/0. 

4. Fire Department Rezone

Staff presented information about the rezone of the fire department lot from Commercial/Industrial to Public/Institutional.  The city is applying for a grant to build a new fire station and extra points are given to the application if the property is zoned properly.  The time frame for the planning commission to call for a public hearing will impede the grant process because the grant has to be submitted sometime by the end of the month of June.   The City Council will be holding the public hearing on Monday, June 8 at 6:30 PM to consider the rezone of the property.  Staff is requesting that the planning commission support the action of the City Council.  On a motion by Commissioner Wachholz and seconded by Commissioner Wasser to support the rezone of 314 Ash Avenue from C/I to P/I.  Motion carried 6/0.

5.  PARKING PADS
Staff presented to the Council the issue of parking pads and the current ordinance states that the pad must be 10 feet from the property line.  City Council is requesting planning commission review of the ordinance.  Commission reviewed the ordinance and on a motion by Commissioner Hahn and seconded by Commission Goedel the commission recommended the following changes to the code:  

 C2 Except for required driveway ingress/egress points, all residential parking areas, driveways and hard surfaced areas shall be set back at least ten two feet from property lines.  If a parking pad is built to the property line it requires adjacent property owner’s signature, engineering review and a permit fee. 

6. DOWNTOWN DESIGN STANDARDS ORDINANCE
Commission reviewed Downtown Design Standards from the City of Cold Springs.  Commission recommended changes staff to compile a draft of the ordinance for the next meeting.  

7.  GARAGE 320 ASH AVENUE SOUTH 
Nels Nelson owner of the property at 320 Ash Avenue South presented a plan to replace the garage on the property.  The applicant wants to rebuild the garage in the same location.  In order to rebuild the garage in the same location applicant will need to apply for a variance.  

8.  ADJOURNMENT 
On a motion by Commissioner Stifter and seconded by Commissioner Wachholz the meeting was adjourned at 8:25 PM.  Motion carried 6/0.
