I. CALL TO ORDER
The meeting was called to order at 6:33 PM.  Chair Stieve-McPadden.

II. ADOPT AGENDA

IV BUSINESS
Survey for Mayer Moxie 
Staff presented a draft survey to be used at the end of the Mayer Moxie program.  Staff requested Park Board input on additional questions.  Park Board Members to email staff with their additional questions and survey will be presented at the next Park Board Meeting
Staff has been contacted by two of the participants of the speed exercising about continuing their exercises for the duration of the program.  Kathy Reeves and Steve DiMaggio would like to offer programs before and after the Mayer Moxie Program.  Kathy would request a $5 donation of which she then donates the money to the MN South Dakota Hemophilia Association.  Steve DiMaggio would offer free lessons.  Park Board instructed staff to contact both and set up a program.  
			
Review of Park Board Budget and CIP 
Staff presented the adopted 2012 budget and CIP to the Park Board as a review.  

Suburban Chevrolet 
Chevrolet dealers offer a youth baseball program to organizations.  Harley is from Suburban Chevrolet and is collaborating with Watertown Mayer Youth Baseball to bring the baseball program to our cities.  The program consists of an equipment kit, matching funds and a onetime donation to the league.  Baseball participants will be asked to sell a $5 ticket with a $25 service value to residents of the area.  The youth league keeps the $5 fee.  Participants can also win a new Equinox or Cruse.  Harley is working out a percentage breakdown of funds that will be returned to the City of Mayer.  Ticket sales deadline are July15, 2012.  City will include information in the City newsletter.  Staff will contact Harley to find out if they want a booth at the Health Fair on March 22, 2012.  

Goals 
Park Board set the following goals for 2012.  

1.  Partner with Watertown Mayer Community Education on structured programs for our fields and facilities.
2.  Seek grant funds when appropriate for projects
3.  Promote the use of City Parks through the City Newsletter, GoCarverGo and park planning activities

4.  Compile an official accurate tree planning plan for each park.
5.  Review the 5 year Capital Improvement Plan and make recommendations to the City Council. 
6.   Recommend to the City Council a 2013 Park Board Budget.
7.  Continue to work with youth on age appropriate activities. 
8.  Advise the City Council on possible uses for the Old Creamery Property.
9.  Collaborate with the Regional Rail Authority on the Dakota Rail Trail.
10.  Establish a maintenance plan for the parks
11.  Educate the public on local venues for exercise and benefit of healthy active living.
12.  Devise a plan for downtown beautification.
13.  Coordinate and promote tree planting in parks.  
14.  Analyze survey and devise a plan to address issues.  

Old Schoolhouse Park Board Fund 
Staff had been instructed to have the City Attorney compile a document to address the Baseball Club Funds that would be donated to the City.  Commissioner Osborn contacted the State Gambling Control Board about the legality of the document.  She reported that the document cannot be used.  This item was tabled and Commissioner Stieve-McPadden will contact the State Gambling Control Board.  

Tree Planting
Tree planting is set for April with delivery of trees on April 1, 2012.  Commissioner would like to address the tree planting at the next meeting.  Staff had already contacted Vinkemeier tree service about assisting with a tree spade and they are willing to help.  Staff is to try to find two more tree spades for the planting.  Staff was also instructed to contact sentence to serve to see if they could assist.  

Results of the Survey 
Staff reviewed the results of the survey that was mailed on February 1, 2012.  The city has had 156 responses.  Park Board would like to do a follow up survey on questions 1, 2, 5, 7, and 9.  They would like to have more background information provided on the questions and then to have a priority rating.
