IV BUSINESS
Review of Trail Head Sign
Carver County Parks has submitted a sign for the Trail Head to the City.  City Planning Consultant reviewed the Sign for compliance to the City’s Sign Ordinance.   One of the requirements of the sign ordinance is sign material has to be pre-cast, concrete, brick, stone, rock faced-block or other similar masonry material.  The County has explored the cost of the stone and is concerned about the cost. Staff will provide the County with a couple of other contractors for the masonry work.  
 The sign itself will be made of plastic and is vandal resistant.  The other option the County has is to submit a variance application to the City and ask the City to waive the masonry requirements.  Mr. Klevan-Schmitt also reviewed the landscaping plans for the sign and the trailhead with the Park Board.  Carver County Parks will be responsible for the maintenance and mowing of the area.  The Park Board also reviewed the Kiosk panels for the trail head.  The ribbon cutting and grand opening of the trail will be held on Saturday May, 21 from 10:00 AM until 1:00 PM.  

Review of 2010 Goals
The Park Board deleted the following Goals:  
1.  Construct a surround in Meadow Park for the Port a pot 
5.  Explore options to enhance the use of the concession stand.
7.  Collaborate with the County to mark a pedestrian crossing at Hidden Crossing and Co Road 30.
8.  Reassess goals in July based on award or non award of the Trail Connection Grant 





The Park Board established the following 2011 Goals:   
1.  Partner with Watertown Mayer Community Education on structured programs for our fields and facilities.
2.  Seek grant funds when appropriate for projects
3.  Promote the use of City Parks through the City Newsletter and planning of activities
4.  Compile an official tree planning plan for each park.
5.  Review the 5 year Capital Improvement Plan and make recommendations to the City Council. 
6.   Recommend to the City Council a 2012 Park Board Budget.
7.  Continue to work with youth on age appropriate activities. 
8.  Advise the City Council on possible uses for the Old Creamery Property.
9.  Collaborate with the Regional Rail Authority on the amenities at the trail head.
10.  Establish a maintenance plan for the parks.
11.  Promote the number of residents using the trail system.
12.  Provide education to the public about bike helmet safety.
13.  Encourage the City Council to review a complete streets policy.
14.  Educate the public on local venues for exercise and benefit of healthy active living.
15.  Provide Mayer Lutheran High School with School site assessment.


Review of Tree Planting 
Staff had Lan De Con compile tree planting plans for Old Schoolhouse Park, Meadow Park and West Ridge Park.  Park Board instructed staff to compile a price list of trees for the next meeting.  

Signs and Bleachers 
The Park Board asked staff to check on bleacher prices for Fields 2 and 3 and signage for the park to meet the SHIP goals.

The next meeting will be April 5, 2011 at which time the Park Board will finalize the projects and goals for the SHIP grant.
