Train for the Trail

The Park Board discussed the 5K set for Saturday, June 7, 2014.  In order to include families the Park Board will be adding a one mile run for kids 10 and under called the Mini Moxie.  

Health Fair

Downtown Beatification Program
Park board had previously devised a plan for downtown beautification.  They reviewed the plan and decided that they would like to partner with the EDA on a grant program for downtown façade improvements.  Staff will present request at the next EDA Meeting on April 15, 2014.  

Restrooms 
Staff presented the engineer’s estimate on the construction of restrooms in Old Schoolhouse Park and the location map.  The estimate on the construction, water and sewer hook ups is $87,997.00.  Staff will present the estimate and location map at the next Council Meeting to request authorization to have bid documents prepared.
