I. CALL TO ORDER
The meeting was called to order at 6:30 PM. By Chair Stieve-McPadden  

II. ADOPT AGENDA
On a motion Commissioner Goedel and seconded by Commissioner Butterfield to approve the agenda.   Motion carried 4/0.

III. MINUTES
On a motion by Commissioner Bloom and seconded by Commissioner Stieve-McPadden  to approve the minutes of the February 12, 2013 meeting with one change to the train for the trail program for moving week 8 speaker to week 7.  Motion carried 4/0.  

IV BUSINESS
5K Sponsors 
Josh Gerber from Wayzata Results was present at the meeting to discuss the proposed 5K on June 1, 2013.  Basic timing is $300 for 200 entrants and $1.50 each for entrants over the 200.  Requires four (4) volunteers or if Wayzata Results provides staff it is $50 per person. Also, a mileage fee of $.55 from Plymouth to Mayer.  Generic bibs are free if the City wants to have custom bibs they would be $.20-$.85 each and require two (2) week advance notice.  If the City is going ahead with the 5K information should be disseminated as quickly as possible.  Some of the possible sites to advertise on are:  Active.com, Running in USA, Raceberry Jam, MDRA, Calendar, Cool Running.com and the City website.  On a motion by Commissioner Bloom and seconded by Commissioner Goedel recommending to the City Council to hire Wayzata results to manage the 5K on June 1, 2013.  Motion carried 4/0. 

Restrooms
The Park Board reviewed the 2 quotes for restrooms in Old Schoolhouse Park.  They were from Roy Custom Homes in the amount of $79,115.51 and Breyer Construction in the amount of $55,000.00.  On a motion by Commissioner Goedel and seconded by Commissioner Butterfield to recommend that the City Council hire Breyer Construction to construct the restrooms in Old Schoolhouse Park.  Motion carried 4/0. 

Baseball Park Maintenance Plans 
Staff presented the Park Maintenance Plan with an exhibit that listed duties of the City and the Teams.  The Park Board instructed staff to solicit quotes from Gardener on the spraying and fertilizing of the Baseball Field. They also instructed staff to devise an agreement that each of the team’s representatives will sign.  The agreement should include a penalty if they do not complete the tasks that are assigned to them.  Also, rules about the fence and keys.  Staff will hold a pre season scheduling meeting with the team’s representatives on March 26, 2013.   

Banners 
Park Board had asked staff to compile information on hanging baskets for the downtown street lights.  Staff presented the following information to the Park Board:   
18" basket: $55
16" basket: $45 prices include basket, hanger, plants, soil, osmacote fertilizer, and soil moist
Staff then presented information on banners for the downtown light poles.  Park Board decided they would rather purchase banners than the hanging baskets at this time.  On a motion by Commissioner Goedel and seconded by Commissioner Butterfield to purchase 15 flag banners (Y-134) size 18” x 45” for the downtown street light poles.  Motion carried 4/0. 

Trees in the Park 
The City is due fourteen trees from building projects in the City (Holz 6 trees and Schmidty’s 8 trees).  Staff is requesting that the trees be planted to the north of Field 1 to begin creating a screen.  Park Board instructed staff to contact Harley Bauman about the planting of the trees.  




Train for the Trail 
Park Board discussed having a booth at the Health Fair. Park Board would like to see a booth at the Health Fair promoting Train for the Trail and the 5K.   

Survey Mayer Moxie 2
Park Board discussed having a survey at the end of the Mayer Moxie 2 Building Your Way to Wellness Program.  Not many people participated in last year’s survey

Staff reminded the Park Board about the communications seminar on Tuesday, April 30, 2013 at 6:30 PM.
