I. CALL TO ORDER
The meeting was called to order at 6:32 PM.  Chair Stieve-McPadden.

II. ADOPT AGENDA
On a motion by Commissioner Johnson and seconded by Commissioner Butterfield to add Biathlon, Electronic Sign, and Beautification to the agenda and to approve the agenda.  Motion carried 4/0.

III. MINUTES
On a motion by Commissioner Stieve-McPadden and seconded by Commissioner Goedel to approve the minutes of the February 14, 2012 meeting.  Motion carried 4/0.  

IV BUSINESS
Park Purchase 
Julie Jedlicki representing Security Bank was present at the meeting to discuss with the Park Board about the purchase of lots in the Coldwater Crossing development.  The bank is willing to sell the lots starting at $14,500 for the first 2 and if the City purchases 3 then the price drops to $13,500.  The park board asked if there were two lots together in other areas of the development that could be used.  The third addition is the only place in the development with lots together.  Park Board instructed staff to further research the affect on the comprehensive plan and utilities and to report back to the next meeting.  
			
Survey Mayer Moxie
Park Board reviewed the survey and made a couple of corrections.  The Park Board suggested that the survey be emailed to the participants.  

Tree Planting 
Park Board reviewed parks and made recommendations on where trees should be planted.  West Ridge Park will have 1 Oak, 6 Maples, 6, Birch and 5 Lilacs; Meadow Park 2 Oaks, 2 Birch, 3 Lilacs, 10 Linden berry and 2 Maples, Old Schoolhouse Park will have 2 Oaks, 12 Maples, 2 Lilacs, 2 Birch and 5 Ash.   Staff will contact local landscape owner and have them review the plans.   Park Board suggested the use of Boy Scouts and 4-H. 

Review of Newsletter 
Staff had compiled answers to the survey that were to be placed in the newsletter.  Staff presented the answers to the Park Board for their review.  Commissioner Butterfield suggested that we just do not answer the questions at this time.  The response should be thank you for participating with the survey and your responses will be taken under advisement.  Staff will remove answers from the Newsletter.  

Fund Balance
Staff presented information about the fund balance that is currently in the 220 Park Fund.  These funds are from the Monopole Antennae Rent and transfers from capitol funds not spent and interest on the fund.  Some discussion at the Council level of not using the rent for the parks this will be discussed at a work session on April 23.  Park Board will be attending the work session with the City Council on April 23. 



Electronic Information Sign
Discussion about the placement of an electronic sign at the trailhead.  Staff had contacted Carver County Parks and they would like further information about the type of sign,  a concept of what the signs dimensions are, its proposed location, whether there are any codes, concerns or restrictions with a message boards near state or county roads.  Who is funding the project will the messages be entirely community messages?  Commissioner Goedel suggested that the City sign ordinance needs to be researched for limits on the sign.  Commissioner Butterfield stated that this is such a busy intersection that the trail head might not be the best location.  

Downtown Beautification
Staff was instructed to further research if the City light poles can have hanging flower baskets.  Also, to find out the cost of flower pots downtown.  

Biathlon
In order to keep the health initiative going it has been suggested that the City host a Biathlon.  Park Board instructed staff to find out more information on a Biathlon.  

Community Garden  
Discussion about a Community Garden and if the Park Board should promote the concept.  It was discussed that several of the residents already are doing community gardens on empty lots.  It was suggested that the Farmers Market be moved to the trail head and have it on Saturdays.
