I. CALL TO ORDER

II. ADOPT AGENDA

III. MINUTES

IV BUSINESS
Discussion on Trees
Park board had reviewed tree planting plans at the March meeting and wanted to make a decision on the number of trees.  Park Board had instructed staff to compile costs for trees.  Park Board would like to continue adding trees to each park.  The consensus of the Park Board was to purchase 15 trees and to add 5 to each Park.  On a motion by Commissioner Johnson and seconded by Commissioner Goedel for approval of $4,000 for trees and an additional $2,000 for trail and pond beautification.  Motion carried 5/0.

Park Signs
Park Board asked staff to work with Carver County to provide a draft of the sign, cost of posts. Concrete.  Park board would also like me to check on price of recycled plastic.

Bike Helmets 
Commission decided to purchase 80 helmets Model 8 in a variety of colors in the following quantities 20 small, 40 medium and 20 large.  On a motion by Commissioner Goedel and seconded by Commissioner Osborn to purchase 80 model 8 bike helmets in a variety of colors.  Motion carried 5/0. 

Bleachers
Staff reported to the Park Board that the City does own two sets of three row bleachers.  They are currently in the gym at Zion School.  When school is dismissed staff will get the bleachers and place them outside of fields 2 and 3.  Staff will work with public works to be sure bleachers are secured.  Staff will also get price quotes on bleachers for the next meeting.  

Some discussion about any leftover funds from the SHIP grant.  Staff encouraged Park Board to think about ways that the funds could be used for future programs to encourage healthy living.  Staff will provide the Park Board with an estimate of where the funds have been spent.

Next meeting of the Park Board is scheduled for May 3, 2011 at 6:30 PM.  Park Board will continue to meet on the first Tuesday at 6:30 PM if a Planning Commission Meeting is not scheduled.  

Commissioners Report
