I. CALL TO ORDER
The meeting was called to order at 6:30 PM. By Vice- Chair Goedel.    

II. ADOPT AGENDA
One addition to the agenda Mayor, Mike Dodge.  On a motion Commissioner Butterfield and seconded by Commissioner Osborn to approve the agenda with the one addition.   Motion carried 5/0.

III. MINUTES
On a motion by Commissioner Goedel and seconded by Commissioner Butterfield to approve the minutes of the April 9, 2013 meeting with spelling corrections.  Motion carried 5/0.  

IV BUSINESS
Trees in the Park 
The City is due fourteen trees from building projects in the City (Holz 6 trees and Schmidty’s 8 trees).  Staff met with John Vinkemeier about planting of the trees.  The length is 659 feet and if one tree is planted every 20 feet then the City would need to purchase roughly 33 trees.  He would plant the trees mulch and water them once for $200 each.  Park Board wanted more information on the trees and John was in attendance at the meeting.  He suggested to plant them every 20 feet and to stagger the trees to give them a more natural look.  He would plant white pine although he does have a few Scotch and Norway pine.  On a motion by Commissioner Goedel and seconded by Commissioner Bloom to purchase 14 trees and to start in the arc of the field, twenty feet from the fence and work around the outfield.  Also to meet with members of the Baseball Club on site to get their input on the planting.  Motion carried 5/0.    

Continued Discussion on Restrooms
Mayor was present at the meeting to discuss with the Park Board the recent decision of the City Council to not award a bid on the restrooms.  He wanted to find out what moral was like and to encourage the park board to continue working toward their goals.  
Park Board then continued discussion.  Commissioner stated that they could see both sides of the issue.  The Council would like more information from the Park Board about the plans for the Parks.  Community has developed misconceptions and negative comments about the restrooms and they were not sure how to bridge the communications to the community.  The Park Board is going to ask the City Council what the information they need to support the restrooms is.  Staff will present the question to the City Council at the next Council Meeting on May 28.   

Quotes for Fence Repair
Staff was instructed to get quotes for fence repair for the Old Schoolhouse Park.  Staff presented a quote from Century Fence in the amount of $1,825 to repair the fence.  On a motion by Commissioner Butterfield and seconded by Commission Osborn to recommend to the City Council  the quote from Century Fence in the amount of $1,825.  Motion carried 5/0.

Quotes for Mats 
Staff received a quote for placement of 10 mats under the swings in Old Schoolhouse Park, Discovery Park and Meadow Park.  Park Board was concerned about the cost to ship the mats.  Item was tabled and staff was instructed to check with other providers.  

Letter to Fire Department
Park Board suggested changes to the letter.  Staff will make changes and have the Mayor and Park Board chair sign.  

Train for the Trail Program 
The program is wrapping up and staff wanted input on the last session.  Lindsey Rague will conduct training for the program.  There was consensus to have Lindsey be the trainer for the May 23, 2013 program.  


June 1, 2013 Mayer Moves for Moxie 5K
The route for the 5K is down Bluejay to County Road 30 towards New Germany and then back to the Community Center for the finish.  Staff is to ask Zach Stifter to do pictures for the 5K.  Staff is to send letters to the businesses asking if they want to place a promotion in the bags.  Staff is to order T-shirts from Mark Hasse.  Staff also needs to contact Mackenthuns about fruit and water for the race.  Also, to check with Schmidty’s if they want to donate water.  The Commission wants staff to place posters around town advertising the event.
