1.   CALL MEETING TO ORDER

Meeting called to order at 6:35 PM by Chair Hahn.        

2. ADOPT AGENDA

On a motion by Commissioner Wachholz and seconded by Commissioner Maetzold to approve the agenda.  Motion carried 6/0.  

3.  APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
On a motion by Commissioner Maetzold and seconded by Commission Goedel to approve the minutes of the November 9, 2010 meeting.  Motion carried 7/0.

4.  PUBLIC HEARING 
Chair Hahn opened the public hearing at 6:38 PM.  The following are the comments for the public and the Planning Commission.
· Jeff Frost 612 Bluejay Avenue concern that the first five – ten feet of the lot adjacent to the County Road is not paved.  Would the City allow a gravel driveway on a residential property 
· The Commission discussed whether the area should be paved now or in the future and whether street sweeping would not be an option. 
· The Commission discussed fire hydrant placement and commented that the next set of buildings will require an extension of the water main and an additional fire hydrant.  
· The applicant had placed a fence and the City had sent a letter on May 2, 2008 informing the property owner that a permit was required.  The applicant stated that the fencing would be taken down.  He further stated that the area was used to store boat trailers.  
· Need to be a road to the south of the buildings it can be gravel base as long as a fire truck could use the road without any impediments.  
The public hearing was closed at 6:57 PM.  
Setback Variance Request 
The Commission reviewed the request to vary from the side setbacks.  By granting the variance the new buildings will be aligned with the current.  On a motion by Commissioner Wachholz and seconded by Commissioner Goedel to approve the setback variance.  
The applicant meets the requirements of the building height and the impervious surface.  

Landscaping Variance Request 
The Commission then discussed the request to vary from the landscaping requirements.  On a motion by Commissioner Osborn and seconded by Commissioner Wachholz to have the applicant donate six (6) trees to be planted in a City Park.  Motion carried 6/0. 

Existing fence was discussed and the applicant has agreed to take the fence down.  

Parking Variance Request 
The applicant stated that the buildings are used for storage only and there is no need for parking.  On a motion by Commissioner Wachholz and seconded by Commissioner Wasser to approve the variance for parking requirements.  Motion carried 6/0. 

Utility and surface water review will need to meet and have the City Engineers approval.  On a motion by Commissioner Wachholz and seconded by Commissioner Wasser that the applicant must follow all recommendations of the City Engineer.  Motion carried.  6/0.  

Further discussion about the asphalt apron.  Applicant stated that it might not be financially feasible at this time.  The property owner must address the dirt on the street.  


5. Site Plan Review
The Site Plan was approved based on the following 
Variance granted to the side yard setback, parking requirements and landscaping requires a six (6) tree donation to the City in either cash or 2 ½  caliper trees approved by the City.  
Construction of a road for fire service 
Construction of water main and fire hydrant location must be approved by the Fire Chief
Removal of Fence
Follow recommendations of the City Engineer.  
On a motion by Commissioner Wachholz and seconded by Commissioner Maetzold to approve the site plan based on the above recommendations.  Motion carried 6/0. 


6. Commissioners Report
Staff asked for volunteers to serve on the Dakota Regional Trailhead planning committee.

7.  ADJOURNMENT 
On a motion by Commissioner Wasser and seconded by Commissioner Wachholz to adjourn the meeting at 7:27 PM.  Motion carried 6/0.
