IV BUSINESS
Bleachers
Park Board was presented with two quotes for bleachers from SAAFE and Apark.  The park board discussed the bleachers and compared them based on their characteristics.  Some concern about whether this is a good use of park funds.  The Park Board did budget $27,500 for capital outlay in the 2011 budget.  On a motion by commissioner Goedel and seconded by Commission Stieve-McPadden to recommend the purchase of 3 sets of bleachers from Apark if the quality and materials are comparable to the Stadium Steve quote.  Staff will further research the two products to be assured that they are the same and present that information to the Council.  

Park Signs
Staff presented a draft of the proposed signs for the Parks.  Specifically the Old Schoolhouse Sign the park board would like to have the fields drawn on the map, add field numbers, distances for the trails.  Staff is to have the County draw the maps and then forward them to the park board via email.  Park board discussed the rules that they want to have on the signs.  The following will be on the park signs. 
In order to keep out parks clean and safe please observe the following rules:
1. 1.  All dogs must be on a leash and the owner must clean up after your pet.
1. No glass containers
1. No firearms or weapons
1. No alcohol without a permit
1. No overnight parking or camping 
1. No motorized vehicles
Park Board would like to use Cedar posts for the signs to have them be the same as the County sign.  

Trees
Park board would like to have a plan for the ponds.  Staff will work with the company the City purchased the trees from.
