Restroom Petition
Council Member Dann Lueth was present to discuss his recent decision to not support the restroom project.  He stated he is not dead set against the restrooms.  He wanted to know what other options were studied?  Had any consideration for the use of the public works shed as a pavilion been considered.  He also would like to have a joint work session with the Park Board and the City Council.  The money from the Park Fund could be moved to the general fund to be used to reduce taxes.  Consideration needs to be given to the use of the public works maintenance shed and that the restrooms should be closer to the playground equipment.  Park Board and City Council will hold a joint meeting on June 24, 2013.
