I. CALL TO ORDER

II. ADOPT AGENDA
On a motion by Commissioner Johnson and seconded by Commissioner Goedel to approve the agenda.  Motion carried 5/0.

III. MINUTES
On a motion by Commissioner Stieve-McPadden and seconded by Commissioner Goedel to approve the minutes of the May 3, 2011 meeting with one correction under trees.  Motion carried 5/0.  

IV BUSINESS
Bleachers
Park Board was presented with two quotes for bleachers from SAAFE and Apark.  The park board discussed the bleachers and compared them based on their characteristics.  Some concern about whether this is a good use of park funds.  The Park Board did budget $27,500 for capital outlay in the 2011 budget.  On a motion by commissioner Goedel and seconded by Commission Stieve-McPadden to recommend the purchase of 3 sets of bleachers from Apark if the quality and materials are comparable to the Stadium Steve quote.  Staff will further research the two products to be assured that they are the same and present that information to the Council.  

Park Signs
Staff presented a draft of the proposed signs for all of the parks.  Park board would like the rules to be in a larger font.  Discovery Park the sign should be near the playground and not the entrance to the Fieldstone Development.  Meadow Park the skate park needs to be added the sign location was okay.  Old Schoolhouse Park draft was okay as presented.  West Ridge Park the sign for the park should be near the alley trail entrance and also have some overlay of the wetland area.  Landscaping would be placed around each sign and also pavers.  On a motion by Commissioner Laakaniemi and seconded by Commissioner Goedel to approve the purchase of four two sided signs for the four parks at a cost of $1,200 plus tax and installation.  Motion carried 5/0. 



Dakota Trail Focus Group
Staff had asked for volunteers from the Park Board for the Dakota Regional Trail Focus Group.  Kristi Osborn volunteered and will be the representative from the Park Board.

Commissioners Report
Commissioner Johnson commented about the use of the trail head.  Commissioner Stieve-McPadden sod issues in the infield of field 1 also that the Baseball Club would like to work with the Park Board on a plan and funds to complete a park preferably Old Schoolhouse.    Commissioner Osborn stated the tree wrap should be taken off of the trees.  A question about the trees that were ordered and when were they going to be planted.
