IV BUSINESS
 Soccer Fields 
The City received confirmation from Mayer Lutheran High that their fields can be used by outside teams.  

Hockey Boards
Staff shared the email from Civic Center that they are keeping the hockey boards.  Staff will continue to watch for used hockey boards.

Replace Dead Trees in Parks
Staff reported that there are six dead trees and two of the Birch clumps are dead.  Park board instructed staff to have the dead Birch pulled out and replace the other trees.  Staff will bring a quote back to the next meeting. 

Benches and Picnic Tables 
Staff presented quotes for the purchase of benches and picnic tables.  Park board requested an inventory of current benches and picnic tables.  Staff will compile the information and bring to the August meeting.  

Overall Discussion on Several Items
Discussion about a swimming pool has resurfaced.  Staff was directed to get information on construction and operations from Glencoe, Willmar, Norwood Young America, Winnebago, and Silver Lake.  Also to get the tax impact on a 4 ½ million dollar bond.  

Council would like to have public works moved so the park can be further developed.  It was consensus of the Park Board that this was a City Council decision not a Park Board decision.  Park board would like to have a map of all parks and to draw on the map their plans for the parks.  Staff will have City Engineer provide aerial maps for the next meeting.  

Restroom project 
The restroom project may be able to move forward.  One Council Member has had a change in his opinion about the construction of the restrooms.  He is willing to reconsider his decision.  Council Member Stieve-McPadden shared the packet that was given to the City Council.  The packet contained the petition and several letters of support.  It appears as if the Council may now support the project.  Council Member Stieve-McPadden is going to solicit volunteers and others to construct the restrooms.
