I. CALL TO ORDER
The meeting was called to order at 6:35 PM.  

II. ADOPT AGENDA
On a motion by Commissioner Johnson and seconded by Commissioner Goedel to approve the agenda with three additions.  Motion carried 4/0.

III. MINUTES
On a motion by Commissioner Goedel and seconded by Commissioner Johnson to approve the minutes of the May 3, 2011 meeting with one correction.  Motion carried 4/0.  

IV BUSINESS
Carver County Parks
Marty Walsh was present to review the County’s plans for the Dakota Regional Trailhead.  The County held an open house in May and a stakeholders group in June for input.  Elements that are consistent with County’s regional plan and enhance the trailhead use would be the responsibility of the County.  Any other improvements to the area that are not directly correlated to the trail head would be the City’s responsibility.  For example, park shelter, restrooms and additional parking would be viewed as a function of the trailhead and the County would take responsibility.  Playground equipment would be City related and the City’s responsibility.  The County will be refining the public comments and completing a concept plan based on the comments.  
Commissioner Laakaniemi asked if the County would be interested in partnering with the City for a regional park on a portion of the Coldwater Crossing Development.  The piece of property does not meet County guidelines for a  regional park.  However the County does have plans for a regional trail to run along the Crow River.  
Marty then updated the Park Board on Phase II of the Regional Trail.  They are in the planning stage now and will have bid documents ready by Jan-Feb with documents ready for bidding in Feb- March.  Also, that the reconstruction of the County Road 10 bridge is a 6-8 week project and that the trail is open on evenings and weekends.  He also informed the Park Board that the drainage issue had been resolved with the property owner and the section of trail at Goose Lake would be completed within the week.  

Mayer Baseball Club
Keith Magnuson appeared before the Park Board wanting to promote cooperation between the Park Board and the Mayer Baseball Club.  The Baseball Club would like to donate funds to the City for improvements to Old Schoolhouse Park.  The Baseball Club would like to have restrooms installed and a canopy over the seating installed.  Some maintenance issues with the sod they would be taking care of this fall.  Repair to the fence and the installation of a flag pole.  The Park Board will include the Baseball Club on the January, April, July and October agenda’s.  Agenda’s will need to be sent to Keith Magnuson and Fred Gongol.  

Discussion on Health Initiative
Park Board continued their discussion on a weight loss initiative.  Park Board would like the City Council to challenge the community on weight loss.  Staff will present the request at the next Council Meeting.   

Park Survey
The survey should be simple and ask the residents what they want.  Staff to check with survey monkey on the availability of using it for a park survey.  

Tree Ordinance
On a motion by Commissioner Laakaniemi and seconded by Commission Johnson the current ordinance is adequate and no changes are recommended at this time.  Motion carried 4/0. 

Trees Bob Holz 
Park Board instructed staff to work with the Baseball Club on the placement of the trees.

Guidebook
Park Board reviewed the park page of the Herald Journal Guidebook and suggested changes.  Staff will forward changes to the paper.
