PUBLIC WORKS
1. Approval of CIPP Lining – Staff is proposing to have 1,860 linear feet of sanitary sewer line along Bluejay Ave be rehabilitated by Insituform in the amount of $39,702.00.  Insituform will be installing a specifically designed resin saturated polyester felt tube into the existing sewer and curing it in place.  Currently, the sewer line has significant I & I, root and pipe deterioration issues that need to be fixed ASAP.  The Council viewed pictures of the issues, another quote which was higher and a sample of the product that will be used.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Osborn and seconded by Council Member McNeilly to approve the scheduling of the CIPP Lining for the Bluejay Ave sanitary sewer by Insituform in the amount of $39,702.00 as presented.  Motion 4/0

2. Approval of Sewer Jetting for 2016 – Staff is proposing to have about 22,000 linear feet of sanitary sewer line be jetted and televised by Overline and Son in the amount of $17,406.90.  The areas scheduled for the maintenance this year include: everything east of Ash Ave N; Ash Ave N and S; Shimmcor St and Hidden Creek 1 & 2.  This is routine maintenance and is in the budget.  After this year’s televising, City Staff should be able to determine what remaining sections of clay sewer line need to be rehabilitated.  The Council reviewed the two quotes received.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Osborn and seconded by Council Member McNeilly approving the scheduling of the yearly sewer jetting and televising by Overline and Son in the amount of $17,406.90 as presented.  Motion Carried 4/0

3. Approval of Purchase of Park Vehicle – Staff is proposing the purchase of a new Kubota RTV from Arnold’s in Glencoe in the amount of $17,700.00.  The Council viewed a power point presentation which outlined some of the everyday jobs that will allow City Staff to be more efficient, safe and economical along with quotes of other models.  Currently, the public works department operates with a 2015 F-550 one ton and a1989 F-150 half ton.  The 1989 F-150 has signs of wear and tear due to its age and could be replaced with the purchase of an RTV.  Staff has demoed a variety of models and the Kubota was the most preferred.  This equipment has been budgeted for.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Osborn and seconded by Mayor Thomas approving the purchase of a Kubota X1100C diesel side by side RTV vehicle from Arnold’s in Glencoe in the amount of $17,700.00 which is the Government contract price.  Motion Carried 4/0

CITY ADMINISTRATOR 

1. Presentation of 2015 Audit and Financial Management Letter by Kevin Knopick of ABDO EICK & MEYERS – Kevin Knopick of ABDO EICK & MEYERS appeared before the Council to present the 2015 Financial Audit for the City of Mayer along with the Management Letter prepared by their firm which is a summary of the audit.  After the presentation, a MOTION was made by Council Member McNeilly and seconded by Council Member Osborn accepting the 2015 Audit as presented by ABDO, EICK & MEYERS.  Motion Carried 4/0

2. Request of Elite Waste Disposal – Troy Schuette of Elite Waste Disposal was on hand to answer any questions about their fee increase request.  This increase came as a result of the MPCA enforcing Minnesota Statue 473.848 since January 1, 2016.  This statute states that all Municipal Solid Waste (MSW) in the metro area must be processed and not land filled if processing capacity is available.  Enforcement of the statute resulted in a 20% increase in their processing rates for the City of Mayer’s MSW.  They were notified of this increase on 12/16/15 and have been absorbing this increase since January 1, 2016.  Monthly increases amount to the following: 96 gal = $.45; 64 gal = $.39; 32 gal = $.33 and 32 gal Senior = $.28.  After some discussion, a MOTION was made by Council Member Osborn and seconded by Council Member McNeilly approving the increase to the contract.  Motion Carried 4/0

On another issue, Mayer Residents have been incurring extra bag charges even though they did not have an extra bag.  Elite will credit residents for these charges.  They will only charge additional bag fee of $4.75 per bag if the driver has to get out of the truck to pick up the extra garbage.  

A MOTION was also made by Council Member Boder and seconded by Mayor Thomas authorizing the City to once again offer 100 $10 Recycling Coupons for 2016; one per resident per year.  Motion Carried 4/0

3. Approve Purchase of Oodle Swing – The Park Board and City Council had applied for a grant to the Christopher Reeves Foundation for the purchase and installation of an Oodle Swing.  The grant has been received for this ADA equipment for W. Ridge Park.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Osborn and seconded by Council Member McNeilly authorizing the purchase of an Oodle swing and installation from Flagship Recreation in the amount of $5,675.00.  Motion Carried 4/0

4. Approval of Adopt A Park Application – A MOTION was made by Council Member Boder and seconded by Council Member Osborn approving the Adopt A Park application from the Watertown/Mayer Boy Scout Troop 209 for Old Schoolhouse Park.  Motion Carried 4/0

5. Acceptance of Resignation and Authorization to Advertise for a Planning Commissioner – A MOTION was made by Council Member Boder and seconded by Mayor Thomas accepting the resignation of Krista Goedel and authorizing staff to advertise for the Planning Commission vacancy.  Motion Carried 4/0

6. Approval of Park Board Recommendation on Vacant Position – The Park Board interviewed two applicants for the vacant position on March 8th.  They are recommending that Alisa Johnson be appointed to the Park Board.  A MOTION was made by Council Member McNeilly and seconded by Council Member Osborn approving Alisa Johnson to the Mayer Park Board.  Motion Carried 4/0

7. Approval of Advertisement for Fulltime Deputy/Utility Billing Clerk – A MOTION was made by Council Member Boder and seconded by Council Member Osborn approving the advertisement for the deputy/utility billing clerk full time position.  Motion Carried 4/0

8. Approval of Job Description for Fulltime Deputy/Utility Billing Clerk – A MOTION was made by Council Member Osborn and seconded by Council Member McNeilly approving the job description for the position of Deputy Clerk for 40 hours per week and a wage range of $13 - $18.  The advertisement will be open March 15 through April 8th.  Motion Carried 4/0

9. Sale of City Property 314 Ash Ave S – The City has received an offer of $220,000 for the lot at 314 Ash Ave S.  The City purchased the lot for $190,000 in 2008 on a 5 year contract for deed.  The City paid the contract off in 2011 and total with interest paid was $223,698.89.  

The offer from the buyer is $220,000 minus the $13,200 in realtor fees would net the City $206,800.  This lot was originally purchased for a future fire station.  The City has been looking at purchasing another lot in Shimmcor for this purpose if the sale of 314 Ash Ave S. goes through.  The City would be compensated $4.25 per sq ft for the sale of 314 Ash Ave; and would potentially pay $2.26 for the lot at 409 Shimmcor St.  The Council reviewed potential new jobs and tax revenue that could result in the sale of 314 Ash Ave S.  After further discussion, a MOTION was made by Council Member Osborn and seconded by Council Member Boder to move ahead with the offer of $220,000 for 314 Ash Ave S, work with the realtor for reduced realtor fees on this transaction and to work with the owner of 409 Shimmcor toward the purchase of this lot as a location of a future fire station.  Motion Carried 4/0

Council Member Osborn leaves the meeting at 7:50 p.m.

10. NeoGov Presentation – Since the meeting is late and there were issues getting the link to work to view this presentation; the Council was directed to watch the link on their own time and it will be discussed at an upcoming work session.
