MAYER PLANNING COMMISSION
The Mayer Planning Commission meets the first Tuesday of each month at the Mayer Community Center at 6:30 p.m.  They deal with many zoning and development issues.

MAYER PARKS COMMISSION
The Mayer Park & Recreation Commission meets the second Tuesday of each month at the Mayer Community Center at 6:30 p.m.  They are busy planning for our future City Parks and trails, as well as adding amenities to our current open space areas. 

WATER AND SEWER 
Water and sewer customers are billed by the City of Mayer on a monthly basis.  An automated meter read system reads all water meters.  Payments may be mailed to City of Mayer, PO Box 102, Mayer, MN or bring to either the office or drop box at 413 Bluejay Ave.  You may also bring payments to Security Bank at 317 Ash Ave N., or drop in their night deposit box.  Current rate for Water is:

Current sewer rate is $18.19 base charge plus $7.02 per 1000 gallons of water used.   Also billed is a MPFA Replacement Fund charge of $.10 per 1000 gallons of flow per month. Also a charge of $.53 occurs on the monthly utility bill for a state water connection fee.  Residential Storm Water Drainage Fees are: $2.00 per month for Residential, and $6.00 per month for Commercial, Industrial and Apts.

Water service may be turned off whenever any charge for utilities by the present or former owner/occupant is unpaid.  

If you are moving or selling your property, contact the City and inform them of the new owner and the date you will be moving so a final meter reading can be taken.

WATER CONSERVATION POLICY
The City of Mayer has adopted a Water Conservation Policy.  Residents with odd house numbers shall water lawns when necessary only on odd number calendar days, and those with even number addresses water only on even number days. There shall be no watering between the hours of 9:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. Irrigation meters may be purchased and installed for outside water use.  Call the City Office for more information.

REMOVAL RUBBISH /RECYCLING
The City of Mayer has entered into a contract with Elite Waste Disposal (952-445-4301) for Rubbish Removal Services.  They provide wheeled residential containers for garbage and one sort recycling.  (There are additional rates for Seniors 62 years of age & older for a 32 gallon size container)  Refuse charges will be billed quarterly by Elite Waste Disposal.  Garbage pickup will continue to be every Friday. Pickup will occur on Saturday during a Holiday week. Please call if there are any questions.  

RECYCLING/COMPOST SITE
The City provides a location for City and Area residents to dispose of recycling, brush and compost materials.  Materials may be brought to east of the Mayer Wastewater Treatment Facility on County Road 30 on Saturdays from 8:00 a.m. - Noon (year round) and Wednesdays from 5:00 p.m. - 7:00 p.m. (spring through fall).  Only grass clippings, leaves and soft garden waste will be accepted at the compost site, and brush no larger than four inches in diameter will be accepted at the brush site. Recycling items accepted: automotive batteries, clothing, plastic bags & shrink wrap, paper (junk mail, phone books, office paper, magazines, newspaper, corrugated cardboard, boxboard) food & beverage containers (steel & aluminum cans, foil & trays, glass bottles & jars, food & beverage plastics #1-7), scrap metal, used motor oil, oil filters, antifreeze.  For more information contact Carver County Environmental Services at 952-361-1800.

BUILDING PERMITS
The City has adopted the State Building code.  Under this code, building permits are required for any improvements, such as new construction, remodeling, residing, re-roofing, window replacement, furnace replacement, decks, basement refinishing, fireplace or wood stove installation, fences and utility sheds.

All applications, instructions, and questions can be directed to the City at 952-657-1502.  A permit is required prior to beginning any work.

DOG LICENSES
Licenses are required for all dogs over six months of age, limit of two dogs per household.  The license fee is $10.00 annually ($7.50 for animals spayed or neutered).  All applications for license must be accompanied by a statement from a veterinarian indicating that the dog has current vaccinations.  The license is valid for one year and expires on the first day of January each year.  

A lifetime dog license is now available for dogs that are micro chipped.  Proof of microchip number is required and the lifetime fee is $10.00.

Dogs need to be leashed or under the control of a responsible person.  Dogs running at large will be picked up, and any impound and penalty fees will be the owner’s responsibility.

SNOW REMOVAL
No person shall park or leave a motorized vehicle on any street within the city during or after a snowfall or period of blowing snow until that street has been cleared of snow.  No overnight parking allowed on State Highway 25 (Ash Avenue) from November to April.  Residents are encouraged to mark their lawns at the curb to help avoid snowplow damage.

SUMP PUMPS
No sump pump shall be connected to the sanitary sewer.

ABANDONED VEHICLES
No person shall park, store, leave, or permit the parking, storing or leaving of any abandoned vehicle or any vehicle which is in a wrecked, junked, partially dismantled or inoperative condition upon any property, including private property within the City of Mayer for a period in excess of 48 hours.  All vehicles must have current license registration displayed.

NO GRASS/LEAVES IN STREET
The City has an Ordinance that prohibits residents from blowing/mowing grass or leaves etc. into the City curb and streets.  Just remember to mow the first few rows of grass back into your lawn.

MAYER COMMUNITY CENTER
The Mayer Community Center is available for rent for weddings, anniversaries, etc.  Call the City Office for booking or more information.

HERALD JOURNAL
This weekly local newspaper from Winsted has been designated the City’s “Official” newspaper.  It is where our residents will find all important information related to the City. 

MAYER EXPRESS LIBRARY
The Carver County Library has an Express Library Locker located at the entrance to the Mayer Community Center at 413 Bluejay Ave. for the purpose of delivering library items closer to you.  The lockers are acce4ssible 24 hours a day, 365 days a year. To request items, go online to www.carverlib.org and search the catalog to find the item(s) you wish to check out and place a request choosing Mayer Express Library as the pickup location. You need to have a valid email account for notification of the arrival of your requests. You can even return your items to the Express Library book drop also located at the Mayer Community Center or to any other public library in the seven-county metro area.
