I. Call Meeting to Order
Meeting called to order at 7:37 PM by Chair Stifter.
II. Adopt Agenda

Motion: RM/LW, all in favor; to approve the agenda.

IV. NEW BUSINESS

1. Final Plat – Fieldstone Phase 2
Baker presented the staff report for Fieldstone Phase 2  Final Plat.  He mentioned that the Final Plat was consistent with the approved Land Use Plan and Preliminary Plat.  Baker stated that the Final Plat included 71 residential lots, 13 Outlots, and 6 streets.    

The applicants, Terry and Jerry Hartman, Hartman Communities (developers of Fieldstone), described the plat in more detail and answered questions.

Baker asked the Commission if it was necessary to place a sidewalk on the north side of Picnic Court.  The Commissioners reviewed the construction plans and decided that a sidewalk was not needed along the north side of Picnic Court because a trail running through Outlot C and across the cal-de-sac would be adequate. 
TS asked if the future residents of Lot 7, Block 3 would be able to have curb cut access off of Picnic Court.  Baker assured the Commission that only one curb cut access would be allowed off of Red Barn Road, and a variance would be needed for any other accesses.

LW stated his concern regarding maintenance along 7th Street NE/Fieldstone Parkway/62nd Street.  Baker stated that the City was responsible for the north side of the road and that Waconia Township was responsible for the southern part.  Baker said that the City was in the process of annexing in the remaining portion.  Baker also stated that the City Administrator was aware of the maintenance issues and had contacted the appropriate parties to fix the problems.
Motion: RH/LH, all in favor; to approve Fieldstone Phase 2 Final Plat based on the conditions presented in the Staff report.
2. Site Plan Review – Fieldstone Development Sign
Baker presented the staff report.  He stated that development signs are allowed in the zoning ordinance, however the sign ordinance is geared towards regulating more traditional development signs, and it does not refer to house-signs.

Jerry and Terry Hartman presented the conceptual temporary development sign.  They explained the signage, building structure and site changes, and benefits.  After discussing the issue, the Commission decided it was a good way to temporarily promote Mayer, its businesses, and all the new developments.
Baker stated that a final plan showing accurate dimensions would need to be submitted before a sign permit can be issued.

Motion: LW/RH, all in favor; to approve the temporary Fieldstone development sign for 3 years.  Starting in January 2009, the issue shall be brought back to the Planning Commission and Council annually for review. 
3. Commissioners’ Report
RM stated his concern that inappropriate looking sheds might end up in residential neighborhoods.  He asked Staff to review or amend the zoning ordinance to make sheds/accessory buildings conform in color and material to the main structure.

 The Commission asked Staff to check the status of the Bootlegger’s accessory building.  They stated that the building should have been painted an earth-tone color by last Fall.

TS suggested that the Park & Recreation Commission ask Todd Kuntz, Carver County Snowrunners, to join them at their special trails planning meeting.
