Budget 

The committee reviewed the proposed 2007 budget.  On a motion by Commissioner Stifter and seconded by Commissioner Haag to reduce the salary line to 0.0 and printing and binding to $2,000 leaving the bottom line at $5,600.  Motion carried 4/0.

Project Assistance

Staff presented information on the availability of having a graduate assistant manage a project for the City.  The commission decided that the question they would like answered is “What strategies are most appropriate for this community to explore for new business development?”   On a motion by Commissioner Oman and seconded by Commissioner Stifter to recommend to the City Council to authorize the use of the graduate assistant and to reimburse for essentials up to $400.00. Carver County Housing Study
The Commission had previously requested Carver County HRA to conduct a housing study for a senior housing complex.  The findings indicate that the city could use a 20-24 unit housing complex for the 55 and older age category.  The commission instructed staff to contact Carver County to explore options and timelines.  Staff will update commission at the next meeting.
