I. Call Meeting to Order
Meeting called to order at 7:10 pm by Commission Chair Stifter.

II. Adopt Agenda

Motion: LH/RM, all in favor; To approve the agenda with a discussion of the lighting ordinance to take place at after the comprehensive plan amendment item.

III. Adopt Minutes

IV. NEW/OLD BUSINESS

1. Site Plan Amendment – 422 Shimmcor Street
The applicant, Sandy Johnson of Summer House Landscaping, discussed the proposed landscaping plan for the Mayer Business Center.  She stated that the plan was revised to include the proper amount of plants and deciduous trees in the front.  She showed an example of the type of sign that would be erected.  She also recommended moving three trees from along the south side of the property over to the north or west side because of the fencing and barbwire restriction on plant growth.  Both Staff and the Planning Commission agreed with moving the three trees to a different location on the property.         

Motion: LH/LW, all in favor; To approve the site plan amendment for the Mayer Business Center, 422 Shimmcor Street, with a deadline of October 15, 2005 to become in compliance.

2. Fieldstone - Comp Plan Amendment

Bill Thibault, of Thibault & Associates, presented a brief overview of the changes made to the Fieldstone Comp Plan Amendment document.  The changes were based on the May 3, 2005 joint meeting and additional meetings with Staff.  Changes included:  Increasing the growth rate to 200 dwelling units/yr until 2015, then decreasing that number to 100/yr after 2015 (Table 5); Moving the location of the park/school concept back to the original spot adjacent to St. Hwy. 25; Adjusting the staging plan so that development can move further east (Figure 6); Adding the Storm Water Management Plan.  Thibault also stated that the Comp Plan Amendment is ready for adoption and review from the Met Council.
Commission Chair Tom Stifter opened the public hearing on the issue.  No one responded to the invitation, so the public hearing was closed.
Motion: LH/LW, all in favor; To approve the Comp Plan Amendment for the Fieldstone development.
3. Review of draft Lighting Ordinance
The Planning Commission directed Staff to review lighting ordinances from other communities and provide them with a recommendation and draft ordinance.
