I. CALL TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order at 5:37 PM.
II. ADOPT AGENDA

IV. OLD BUSINESS

1. Old Schoolhouse Park – Concept Plan
Baker presented the Old Schoolhouse Park – Concept Plan dated 4/13/06 drafted by Gary Hittle, Landscape Architect.  The Commission first reviewed the same concept plan at the 4/18/06 special meeting, where they made a motion to accept the site plan as a guide and plan for the future of Old Schoolhouse Park.  In regards to a letter sent by the Mayer Baseball Club, Baker asked the Commission to consider the site plan again and make an official recommendation to the City Council.

In reference to the Baseball Club’s letter, the Commission recognized the wants of the Baseball Club, but also noted inconsistencies with their needs.  JR stated that the concept plan represents the ideas and discussion that has taken place at previous meetings.  BJ stated that the majority of the crowds gathering in Old Schoolhouse Park will be connected to ball field events.  GH talked about the flexibility and relocation of the pavilion facility.  JR and GH agreed that the location of the pavilion facility would create a center focal point icon in the park.  

Harley Baumann, Mayer Baseball Club, noted the design of the Hamburg ball field facilities and the original Baseball Club’s design which included a concession stand with a view to the abutting baseball field and grandstand.  He also stated his concerns with the distance from the ball fields to the concession stand.  Baker and GH reminded everyone of the project’s history, process, and various input that was considered when creating the concept site plan.  Les Hahn noted that the City owned the parkland that was being discussed.  MT reiterated that the concept plan showed the pavilion facility close to all existing and proposed park amenities, and the pavilion was located and designed for the whole park to use, not just users of the baseball fields.  The Commission further discussed the Baseball Club’s letter and comments.
Motion: GH/BJ, all in favor; to approve the “Old Schoolhouse Park – Concept Plan” sketched by Gary Hittle, Landscape Architect, dated 4/12/06.

2. Revised Pavilion Facility Sketch
Baker presented the revised pavilion facility sketched by Paulsen Architects.  The Commission discussed the estimated cost and phasing of the pavilion facility.  GM stated his concern for the total cost of the project.
Motion: BJ/GM, all in favor; to approve the revised “Old Schoolhouse Park – Park Pavilion” produced by Paulsen Architects dated 5/25/06 – Project # 0660.1.
