I. CALL TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order at 5:34 PM.

V. NEW BUSINESS

1. Public Comments
Chair Taylor opened the meeting for public comment.  Tim Thompson, a resident of the Fieldstone Development, expressed the need for play equipment in Discovery Park or along Discovery Trial.  Planner Baker stated that Discovery Park play equipment was not identified on the 5 year Parks & Trails Plan due to the uncertainty of a future north-south corridor running through the park.  Roberts thanked Mr. Thompson for voicing his concern.  The Commission stated that they would discuss the issue further at their next meeting.
2. Meadow Park Skate Pad Streetscape Equipment Quotes
Planner Baker presented the Commission with three quotes for skate park equipment:  Midwest Playscapes - $5,470.03, EFA - $5,664.74, St. Croix Recreation - $6,847.95.  Baker explained that he had previously met with local skaters to gain insight on skate equipment.  At that meeting the skaters identified skate equipment that they thought would be fun to skate on including a Grind Box, Kinked Rail, Bench, and Table.  The Commission discussed the issue and decided to recommend the Midwest Playscapes (Woodward Ramps & Rails) quote because it would match the current Woodward ramps.
Motion:  JR/KG, all in favor; to recommend ordering skate park equipment from Midwest Playscape including a grind box, kinked rail, bench, and table for $5,470.03. 
3. Ball Field # 1 Spectator Seating Discussion
Planner Baker provided the Commission with two budgetary quotes for aluminum bleachers behind Ball Field # 1.  Baker invited two members of the Baseball Club to attend the meeting, but no members were present.  The quotes were for 10 and 15 row bleachers by approximately 30’ wide and ranged between $21,000 - $28,000 (installed and delivered).  Baker explained that elevated bleachers would need an accessible ramp and non-elevated bleachers would need an accessible walkway between the backstop and bleachers.  The Commission decided to discuss the issue further at a future meeting.
