Call Meeting to Order

Meeting called to order at 7:05pm by Commissioner Chair Tom Stifter.

Adopt Agenda

Motion: DW/LW, all in favor; To approve the agenda as presented.

Adopt Minutes

Motion: LW/LH, all in favor; To approve the December 7th, 2004 minutes as presented.

Public Hearings

Ordinance 102-J- Amendment to the Zoning Ordinance to Include Provisions for Sexually Oriented Uses:

7:10- Public Hearing Opened

Alger gave an overview of the Ordinance. Commissioners had general questions in regards to what can be regulated. Alger explained that the ordinance was more restrictive than what was in place currently, but not exclusionary. She further stated that courts go either way on adult use cases and that the proposed ordinance was more protective of the City. Discussion followed as to what the setback should be between protected uses and other adult use establishments. It was decided that 500 feet would be acceptable. A 100-foot buffer was decided between residential uses and adult uses, merely for the fact that under the current conditions of the City, being more stringent would greatly restrict the number of sites available to such businesses if they wished to locate in town.

Motion: LW/LH, all in favor; To recommend approval of Ordinance 102-J.

New Business

Landscape Ordinance:

Alger presented proposed language for the landscape ordinance. Although all sections were updated, Alger focused on the Commercial/Industrial District as the calculations for landscape improvements had changed. Commissioner Wachholz felt that by requiring trees based on building square footage, the opportunity for a property line buffer was lost. The Commission agreed with the proposed amendment to the foundation planting requirements, however felt the over-story tree requirement should be more stringent, requiring one over-story tree per 40 feet of lot frontage and one per 60 feet of remaining lot perimeter.

Motion: DW/RM, all in favor to hold a public hearing at the February 1st, 2005 meeting of the Planning Commission in order to consider amendments to the Zoning Ordinance pertaining to landscape requirements.

Alger will post a public hearing notice in the Carver County News on January 20th, 2005.

Old Business

Commissioner’s Report

· Commissioner Maetzold inquired about the occupancy of the building next to Heldt’s bar and whether the owner planned to rent units out or live there himself. Alger will check into the arrangement.

Planner’s Report

· Alger stated that it was unlikely that Gerard Plendl would be joining the Planning Commission as a regular member. The Commissioners suggested Brad Quaas. Alger will contact him.

· Alger stated that she would be working on amending the Subdivision Ordinance in the near future.
