I. CALL TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order at 5:27 PM.
II. ADOPT AGENDA

III. APPROVAL OF MINUTES

V. NEW BUSINESS

Terry and Jerry Hartman, Hartman Communities, presented a possible 16 acre future park/open space area located in Outlot B, Fieldstone (southwest of Fieldstone Parkway, east of Hwy 25, and north of 7th Street NE).  GM stated that the park would also serve people currently living on the northeast side of town.  The Commission was receptive to the proposal and directed Staff and the developer to consider using future land dedication in this area.
1. West Ridge Park – Site & Grading Plan
The Commission stated that West Ridge Park should be more of a passive park with amenities such as benches, trails, open areas, and shelters.  GM mentioned that the park should include a few high ranking priorities items from the recent community survey like natural/open space areas, trails, and playground equipment.  GH suggested that horseshoes and BBQ/fire pits also be placed around the site.
The Park & Recreation Commission reviewed a proposed grading plan made by Bolton & Menk (The City’s Engineering Firm).  The plans showed existing and proposed topography along with proposed park features (shelter, overlook, etc.).  
The Commission agreed that the higher contours should be pushed towards the perimeter of the park.  Starting from the park’s perimeter would be a downward slope (approximately 1:3) running to a level area.  The level area would then run into the center pond.  The Commission suggested that the pond be moved from its center location towards the east to open up the level area.  GH stated that a 6’ deep pond is cleaner than a shallower pond.

The Commission agreed that a parameter trail should be constructed along with trails connecting to the different park features.  They decided that a 24’ wide or greater road should be graded along the western alleyway to allow for parking or a future two-way street (25 MPH).  GH suggested that two different parking areas (north and south parking) might be needed in the future.  The Commission stated that appropriate grading for the proposed shelter and overlook locations also be included in the grading plan.
