APPROVE AGENDA

A MOTION made by Council Member Taylor with a second by Council Member Osborn to approve the agenda with two additions Repair of storm line and Storm sewer line under the Dakota Regional Trail.  Motion Carried 5/0.
PUBLIC COMMENT
Mr. Milfred Dalchow appeared before the Council about his driveway.  Council agreed to meet at Mr. Dalchow’s property at 6:30, May 24, 2010 to view the driveway and then to have the item on the Council agenda on May 24, 2010 for further consideration.

APPROVE CONSENT AGENDA

Council Member  Stieve-McPadden requested to pull item 4.2  April 26, 2010 Work Session minutes.  
On a motion by Council Member  Taylor and seconded by Council Member  Stieve McPadden to approve the consent agenda. Motion carried 5/0.

MAYER LUTHERAN HIGH

Executive Director, Joel Landskroener appeared before the Council to request assistance in his appeal to MN DOT for a sign on trunk Highway 7.  On a motion by Council Member  Taylor and seconded by Council Member  Stieve-McPadden to approve  resolution 5-10-2010-10 In Support of Mayer Lutheran High School.  Motion carried 5/0.  

CERTIFICATE OF TITLE 113 FIFTH STREET NE

The City Council had instructed staff to find out if it is the responsibility of the state to provide the City with a clean title.  Staff contacted the City Attorney and the answer is no the state conveys the property to the City by quit claim deed.  Further research found that in order for the City to have a clean title it would only take 90 days.  Staff is suggesting that the Council can wait on the clean title.  No action is required.  

ELECTION JUDGE PAY

Staff had discussed with the Council at a work session the issue of election judge pay.  Our current rate of pay is $8.50 and $9.50 for the head election judge.  Staff is recommending that the City increase the rate of pay to $9.50 for election judges and $10.50 for the head election judge. On a motion by Council Member  Taylor and seconded by Council Member  Dodge to increase the election judge pay to $9.50 for election judges and $10.50 for the head election judge. Motion carried 5/0.

RW FARMS LANDLORD CONSENT AGREEMENT  

The City had received a request from RW Farms to sign a landlord consent agreement.  The purpose of a landlord consent agreement is to allow the mortgage company access to the property to retrieve their collateral.    On a motion by Council Member Osborn and seconded by Council Member Dodge to authorize the signatures on the Landlord Consent Agreement for RW Farms.  Motion carried 5/0.

ORDINANCE 165 PEDDLERS AND SOLICITORS 

The City Council had passed ordinance 161 prohibiting solicitors and peddlers within the City.  After consulting with the City Attorney and a review of the League of MN Cities memo on peddlers and solicitors it appears that the City cannot completely prohibit solicitors and peddlers.  Staff is recommending approval of ordinance 165 Solicitors and Peddlers which repeals ordinance 161.  The peddler or solicitor will need to apply to the City for a license to be able to sell in the City.  Council requested information on fees and will be reviewing the fee at the next meeting.  On a motion by Council Member  Stieve-McPadden and seconded by Council Member  Taylor to approve ordinance 165.  Motion carried5/0.

PARK POLICY

Park Board has compiled and reviewed a park policy and is requesting the Council’s approval of the policy.  Council discussed the wording for fees in the policy and changed the word is to maybe. 

“ However, to ensure that private and reserved users of the park system return the 
park to public use in a manner consistent with the City’s standard, it maybe  
necessary to charge minimum fees for the security of these goals and objectives.” 

On a motion by Council Member Osborn and seconded by Council Member  Taylor to approve the policy with the one change.  Motion carried 5/0.

ADOPT- A - PARK

Park Board would like to offer the residents of the City the ability to be able to Adopt A Park.  Park Board formulated the an Adopt A Park  policy and has approved the policy and the agreement at its last meeting.  Park board is requesting City Council approval.  On a motion by Council Member  Stieve-McPadden and seconded by Council Member  Taylor to approve the policy. Motion carried 5/0. Council instructed staff to find out what the cost of signs will be.  
PURCHASE OF TREES AND BENCH

The Park Board is requesting that the City Council authorize the purchase of fifteen (15) trees for the Parks.  The trees will be planted along the east side of the trail in Old Schoolhouse Park, around the playground equipment in West Ridge Park and Meadow Park.  The trees are $5,925.00 and will have a three foot mulch ring around them.  They will be planted by the tree provider and will need to be watered by the City.  
Park Board would also like to place a bench along the trail at Old Schoolhouse Park the cost for the bench is $929.01.  The funds for these purchases would come out of the capitol outlay line item of the park budget.   On a motion by Council Member  Dodge and seconded by Council Member Osborn to authorize the purchase of 15 trees and a bench.  Motion carried 5/0.

REPAIR OF STORM LINE West Ridge Road

Staff presented a quote from Dalchow Excavating to replace 212 feet of 4” storm sewer pipe and an additional 143’.  The total for the project is $3,330.00.  Council is questioning why the City would be responsible.  Council agreed to meet at 108 West Ridge Road before the next Council Meeting to view the property.  The item will be on the next agenda. 
STORM SEWER –DAKOTA REGIONAL TRAIL
City Engineer presented a quote from Chard Tiling in the amount of $8,760.00 plus $1,500 to $1,700 for SRF Engineering.  This will be a change order to the Dakota Regional Trail project.  On a motion by Council Member  Taylor and second by Council Member  Osborn to authorize the installation of the storm sewer project to be completed.  Motion carried 5/0.

ADJOURNMENT

On a motion by Council Member  Stieve-McPadden and seconded by Council Member  Taylor to adjourn the meeting at 7:45 PM.  Motion carried 5/0.
