I. Call Meeting to Order
Meeting called to order at 7:04 PM by Chair Stifter.
II. Adopt Agenda

Motion: LH/RM, all in favor; to approve the agenda. 
III. Adopt Minutes

Motion: RM/DW, all in favor; to approve the minutes of the June 6, 2006 meeting.

V. NEW BUSINESS

1. City Entrance Sign – Visual Preference Survey & Site Location
Baker presented a City entrance sign visual preference survey to each Commissioner.  The survey showed 17 different types of entrance signs, and the Commission was asked to rank the most aesthetically pleasing signs.  Baker also presented a City entrance sign location survey to the Commissioners.  The survey listed different site locations and major intersections where a possible City entrance sign might be located. 

Each Commissioner individually explained their opinion on the different sign types and locations.  Then the Planning Commission jointly discussed the high ranking sign types and locations.  DW recommended that the sign be built so it could be moved in the future.  The majority of the group liked sign type number 1 and 7.  The majority of the group also agreed that only one sign was needed at the intersection of Hwy 25 and County Road 30 (to Waconia).  If possible, the sign should be located on the Hidden Creek corner.  RH suggested a directional sign off of Hwy 7 down County Road 23. 

Motion: DW/RM, all in favor; to recommend a City entrance sign type like number 1 and 7 (textured block or stone) from the visual preference survey.  Preferably a sign with a top like # 1 and a base landscape area like # 7.  The sign should also be constructed to be portable.
Motion: LH/DW, all in favor; to recommend just one City entrance sign at the intersection of Hwy 25 & 30 (to Waconia) (located on the northwest corer of the intersection).
VI. COMMISSIONERS’ REPORT

TS questioned the location of a few roads proposed in the transportation section of the Comp Plan.
