I. CALL TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order at 5:32 PM.
II. ADOPT AGENDA

Motion: GM/JR, all in favor; to adopt the Agenda.
III. APROVAL OF MINUTES
Motion:  GM/JR, all in favor; to adopt the Minutes of August 1, 2006.
IV. OLD BUSINESS

1. Old Schoolhouse Park – Concession/Restroom Building & Site Plan Concept
Baker presented the project history and Staff report to the Commission.  He also explained the latest concept sketches and site plans produced by Paulsen Architects.  He said the building was redesigned to fit around water line setbacks and the sprinkler control box.  The revised concept plans also considered views from the bleachers and from the concession stand windows.  Harley Baumann, Baseball Club Representative, stated that he would like to see a larger concessions area than 11’7” x 24”.  Les Hahn stated that the building should be incorporated into the grandstand.  JR said that sight lines were incorporated into the design of the building to encourage people to work in the concession stand.  He also showed different building layout options on the white board to help the Commission and audience visualize what affect the other options would have on the sight lines.  
BJ stated that the plus-shaped building design looked appealing but might not be practical considering the different sight-lines.  JR stated that the building should stay a minimum distance of 10 feet away from the trail to divide the uses.  GM stated that the layout design in Building Sketch 1-B (1056 sq. ft.) was a good compromise in building size.  JR and MT suggested also obtaining a cost estimate to move the sprinkler system controls.
Motion:  GM/JR, 4/1 (GH objecting); to recommend locating a concession/restroom/storage building (approximately 1050 square feet in size) in the general location of Site Plan 1-A (the current location of the green sprinkler control system box).  
V. NEW BUSINESS

1. Baseball Field # 1 Batting Cage

Harley Baumann, Mayer Baseball Club, presented a batting cage proposal to the Commission.  The batting cage would be made of a net and galvanized poles.  The dimensions would be 100’ long and 12’ wide and 1 to 2 feet away from the fence.  The batting cage would be located along the right field fence at the northern end of the field.  Baumann stated that the cage would be used from May to October, and it could be taken down for the winter months.  Baumann also asked for permission to pour concrete 6 – 3” concrete sleeves to hold the poles. 
BJ asked if the sleeves would be flush with the ground so that a mower could run over them.  Baumann stated that the sleeves would be flat with the ground.  He also said the ball teams would need to access electricity from somewhere to run the pitching machine.   Baumann expressed his vision for electricity running all around the parameter of the field for future field lights.

Motion:  BJ/GM, all in favor; to recommend approval of the batting cage location.
VI. commissioners’ report

GM presented a “pop can report”, and he stated that the fund was currently at $5,302.  He also mentioned that the pop cans from the main container bin had been stolen a few different times.
VII. staff report
Baker presented the West Ridge Park grading project bid that the City Council had approved.
