I. Call Meeting to Order
Meeting called to order at 7:37 PM by Chair Stifter.

IV. NEW/OLD BUSINESS

1. Commercial Districts – Sign Survey
Baker asked the Commissioners to hand back their sign surveys.  The completed surveys will help determine what types of signs should be permitted in commercial districts. 

2. Zoning Ordinance Amendments
Baker presented Zoning Ordinance Amendment 102-O (definition of Lot Area, C-2 Dist: Permitted Uses, Non-conforming Uses).  The changes were suggested by the City’s Land Use Attorney.  Baker explained that Amendment 102-O correlates to the proposed subdivision ordinance and current state statue language.

LH, residing on Ash Avenue North, asked if he could expand his home/business to the front property line in the future.  Baker explained that businesses are permitted uses in the Central Business District and homes are considered non-conformities.  Therefore, businesses can be expanded to the setback requirements listed in the Zoning Ordinance Dimensional Standards and homes will not be allowed to expand.  Although non-conformities are not allowed to expand, homes can be maintained.  
A public hearing was opened on the issue at 7:56 and closed at 7:57.  No one spoke on the issue.

3. Commissioners’ Report
Regarding the comprehensive planning process, the Commission asked Staff about the surveys and input that they had provided to MDG, comp planning consultant, in previous months.  Baker assured the Commission that MDG was including their comments and input into the plan, but he would relay their concerns to MDG.
