CITY ADMINISTRATOR  

• Karsten Anderson Superintendant Watertown Mayer Public Schools – John McCain, 
representing ISD #111 Watertown Mayer, appeared before the Council to discuss the 
upcoming School District Levy Referendum question. 

• Ordinance #170 Rezone – At the September 27, 2010 City Council meeting, the Council 
approved the rezone of several properties in the city.  Ordinance #170 addressing this 
rezoning and the adoption of a new official zoning map for the City of Mayer was 
reviewed.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Osborn and seconded by Council 
Member Taylor approving Ordinance #170 – Zoning as presented.  Motion Carried 4/0 

• Review of the Investment Policy – The City of Mayer’s Investment Policy has an 
annual review by the City Council.  After review, a MOTION was made by Council 
Member Taylor and seconded by Council Member Stieve-McPadden to approve the 
Investment Policy as presented.  Motion Carried 4/0 

• Approval of the Liability of Coverage Waiver Form – The Council discussed the 
merits of either waiving or not waiving the monetary limits of liability on municipal tort 
liability.  After discussion, a MOTION was made by Council Member Taylor and 
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seconded by Council Member Osborn to not waive the monetary limits of liability on 
municipal tort liability established by MN Statutes 466.04.  Motion Carried 4/0 

• Approval of Application for SHIP Funds – Carver County has been awarded a 
statewide health improvement program grant (SHIP) in response to the 2008 Health 
Reform law.  The program hopes to create healthier Minnesotans that lead longer lives by 
prevention of chronic disease risk factors of tobacco, poor nutrition and physical 
inactivity.  The County is offering the City of Mayer a total of $10,000 upon completion 
of the following initiatives: 

• Conduct an Assessment ($4,000) 
• Create an Action Plan ($3,000) 
• Implement the Action Plan ($3,000) 

The city is not under any obligation to complete all three steps.  If the City completes the 
assessment and finds that the task to implement the plan too cumbersome, the City can 
stop.  The Park Board did complete the assessment at its October 5, 2010 meeting and 
they are recommending that the City apply for SHIP funds and continue with establishing 
goals.  After some discussion, a MOTION was made by Council Member Stieve-
McPadden and seconded by Council Member Taylor authorizing Staff to apply for the 
SHIP grant.  Motion Carried 4/0 

• Approval of Engineering Services for Wetland Restoration – The City of Mayer has 
had a $50,000 funding request approved by the County for the past several years to be 
used towards storm water improvements.  The County has indicated to the City that if the 
funds are not spent in 2011, they would not be moving the City’s request to 2012 for 
funding.  At the July 29, 2010 work session, the Council had instructed the City Engineer 
to compile a fee estimate for the project.  The Council reviewed the $12,700 fee estimate 
for the project.  The Council also reviewed the Storm Water Fund balance as well as the 
additional fees collected to date in 2010.  City Engineer David Martini reported that the 
project, guided by our storm water plan, will be designed to take advantage of the County 
grant funds.  After further discussion, a MOTION was made by Council Member Osborn 
and seconded by Council Member Taylor to approve the request for engineering services 
for the storm water project in the amount of $12,700.00.  Motion Carried 4/0
