Carver County Housing Study 

Mary Monteith, Assistant Director reviewed the recently completed housing study that was conducted by the Carver Community Economic Development Authority.  The Carver County Economic Development Authority will be conducting a county wide housing study by the end of 2006 and the projections based on the 2010 population numbers.  The characteristics of the growth have to do with younger families.  A need for housing in order for them to bring older parents or grandparents to Mayer.  
The recommendation is that the City build a 20-24 unit for 55 and older population.  Commissioner Duckworth requested assistance with a project timeline.  

Mayer EDA next meeting focus will be on picking a site and then requesting the City Council to ask for assistance from the Carver County Economic Development Authority.

Mayer EDA will identify three sites for a possible 55 and older complex at the next meeting.

Arts in the Park

Staff requested input from the Commission on coordination of an Arts in the Park Celebration for summer 2007.  Commission was favorable to the Arts in the Park idea.  They would also like to see a National Night Out in Mayer in 2007.  

Brown Bag Lunch 

The EDA instructed staff to request funds from the City Council for the lunch and to hold it before the first of November.
