Meeting called to order at 7:00 PM by Chair Stifter.

V. NEW BUSINESS

1. Site Plan Review – Fieldstone / Discovery Park Temporary Sign
Baker presented the staff report for a temporary park sign located in Discovery Park along Fieldstone Parkway.  The Planning Commission had no objections to the temporary sign.
Motion: LH/LW, all in favor; to recommend site plan approval for a temporary park sign with the following conditions:
· The temporary sign shall be completely removed by the developer once Fieldstone 1st and 2nd Additions are seventy-five (75%) complete, sold, or leased.

· Landscaping shall surround the base of the temporary sign.

· A building permit application shall be submitted and approved.

2. Public Hearing – Ordinance Amendment 102-T
Chair Stifter announced the agenda item and opened a public hearing at 7:10 PM.  Baker read through and explained Ordinance Amendment 102-T.  He stated that Ordinance 102-T was a zoning ordinance text amendment allowing new development informational / marketing centers within the A, Agriculture District as an Interim Use.  Chair Stifter closed the public hearing at 7:15 PM.  
Motion: LH/RH, all in favor; to recommend approval of Zoning Ordinance Amendment 102-T.
3. Public Hearing – Interim Use Permit – Fieldstone Welcome/Info/Marketing Center
Chair Stifter announced the agenda item and opened a public hearing at 7:20 PM.  Baker read through the staff report and explained the request.  Hartman Communities requested an Interim Use Permit to locate a “Welcome to Fieldstone Information / Marketing Center” at 5655 Hwy 25.  LH voiced his concern that the City would not be fairly compensated from Hartman Communities, if an interim use permit was allowed.  Ronald Hoese, neighboring property owner, discussed his concern with encroaching development and high property taxes.  Chair Stifter closed the public hearing at 7:47 PM. 
Motion: DW/CB, all in favor; to recommend approval of the Welcome/Information Center Interim Use Permit and two temporary signs with the following conditions:
· A new Certificate of Occupancy and Change of Use shall be approved by the Building Inspector.

· A building (sign) permit application shall be submitted to the Building Inspector for both signs

· The Interim Use Permit along with the two temporary signs shall expire on December 30, 2009.  However, the developer can request an Interim Use Permit renewal / time extension from the Planning Commission and City Council before the date of expiration.

TS asked Staff if site plan issues had been resolved at Bootlegger’s.  Baker explained that the City Council addressed the issues.
