IV. BUSINESS

BMX Bike Track 

Commission had requested that staff compile information on insurance, public works time and resident reactions to the proposed bike track.  Staff reported that their would not be any additional insurance costs, public works estimates that their would be 100 hours of additional public works time required, resident reactions were mixed with one not wanting it at all to the planting of trees to create a sound and visual barrier.  Staff also suggested that two other sites could be considered the old waste water pond site and the parcel to the south of the Mayer Lutheran Football Field (Drew Parcel).  The Commission discussed that the dirt for the track could be from a future street project.  Park board will review this request in 2010 as it sets its goals for the year.  

Mats for Swings
Commission had requested additional information on the placement of mats under swings.  Commission decided that they wanted to have mats placed under the swings in the West Ridge Park.  On a motion by Commissioner Johnson and seconded by Commissioner Goedel directed staff to purchase 3 mats from St. Croix Recreation 3’ x 5’ x 2” Tera Pad.  Motion carried.  3/0
Meadow Park Satellite Enclosure 
Park board would like to install an enclosure at Meadow Park.  Commission is suggesting that the enclosure be place or moved to the south of the current location.  Public works staff to meet with commission members to discuss the location of the enclosure with construction and completion for the spring of 2010.
