I. CALL TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order at 6:03pm.

II. ADOPT AGENDA

Commission Chair Taylor asked if there were any additions to the Agenda. None were stated

Motion: GM/BJ, all in favor; to adopt the Agenda as presented.

III. APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Motion: GM/BJ, all in favor; to adopt the Minutes of March 1, 2005 with grammatical changes.

IV. NEW/OLD BUSINESS

1.
Recommendation to appoint Jason Roberts to the Parks & Recreation Commission.

Alger stated that Jason Roberts had indicated interest in serving on the Parks & Recreation Commission. His background is in landscape architecture. 

Motion: BJ/GM, all in favor; to recommend appointing Jason Roberts to the Parks & Recreation Commission to a term that expires on February 1, 2008.
2.
Eagle Scout Project

Zack Stifter presented his plan to construct a satellite enclosure with attached garbage enclosure in West Ridge Park as his Eagle Scout Project. The Commission felt this was a good idea. Commissioner Roberts presented some pictures of a handicapped accessible enclosure and suggested that Stifter may want to consider the larger enclosure. The Commission felt that this would be a good idea.

Stifter also indicated that he may be able to put benches and other park amenities in as well. Alger stated that the Commission would be discussing that item under the “West Ridge Park” discussion.

3.
West Ridge Park

Alger stated that the City has been receiving complaints about the lack of seating in West Ridge Park. She suggested that some benches and/or picnic tables could be purchased with money from the park fund. 

The Commission felt that picnic tables would be appropriate, but that the City should hold off on benches until a master plan was done for the park. 
Motion: BJ/GM, all in favor; to approve the purchase of three picnic tables and two trash receptacles from Kay Park Recreation for an approximate total of $2800.

The funds will be taken from the recycling account.

4.
Draft Park CIP

Alger presented a Park CIP draft, reflecting the recommendations of the City Council and Parks Commission at their joint workshop on March 28th. Alger stated that many of the items were still blank because cost estimates had not been determined yet. She further stated that the CIP would be a document the Council would use in determining the budget for parks on a yearly basis. Alger will update the CIP as more information is gained. The new planner will likely need to finish the document.

5.
Park Use Policy

Alger stated that since Mayer would be incorporating the use of the Parks Coordinator this year, the City should develop a Park Use Policy, similar to the one drafted by the City of Watertown. Alger presented Watertown’s Policy and stated that she would revise it to better reflect the City of Mayer and present a draft at the next meeting.

6.
Commissioners’ Report

Commissioner Hittle presented sign information from Sign Source for the City’s entrance signs. The signs would be approximately $8000 each and would consist of a brick base with the Mayer symbol on top. The Commission had some discussion in regards to where the signs would be placed and how permanent they should be at this time. Future discussion will follow on this topic.
