1. House Fire - Nonconformity Issue in the C-2, Central Business District

Terrance & Jean Spande, 104 Ash Avenue North, recently had a fire in their home.  Due to their nonconforming land use in the C-2 District, they asked the Planning Commission if they needed to apply for a variance like they had done in the past.  Baker explained that the zoning ordinance section on nonconformities would allow them to continue their residential use as long as they applied for a building permit within 180 days.  Due to current zoning, they would also have the option to construct or sell the lot as commercial.  The Commissioners thought that a commercial use would be appropriate.  CB explained other insurance aspects related the issue.  The Spandes thanked the Commission for explaining the procedure and options available.

LH stated that he was approached by a citizen who wanted to know about 15 minute parking along Ash Avenue North.  He asked Staff to research downtown parking regulations.
