1. Bike Racks

Old Schoolhouse Park 


  The commission wants a 10.5 by 8 foot pad be poured by the playground equipment.  The pad 
to be placed east of the playground equipment and south of the trail.  A second pad to be placed 
near the concession stand.  The pad should line up with the apron of the concession stand and be 
10.5 feet going north/south and the 8 feet east/west.

A pad for the bike rack to be placed on the south side of the trail to the west of the circle.


Meadow Park


A pad for the bike rack to be placed near the playground equipment on the north side of the trail 
off of the west edge of the playground equipment and be 10.5 feet going north/south and the 8 feet 
east/west.  

2. Trail Old Schoolhouse Park 
Park board would like to connect the trail in Sunset Meadows to the Old Schoolhouse Park Trail.  Staff will have engineer review proposal and solicit 2 to 3 quotes for the next park board meeting.
