IV. NEW/OLD BUSINESS

1. Long & Short Term Goals/Priorities
Baker collected a “Priority Ranking Sheet” from each Commissioner which listed their opinions and ideas for future planning and priority ranking.  The Commissioners stated that it would also be a good idea to give the whole community a similar survey.   
2. Name Plaque for West Ridge Park 
Baker presented three different sign types and price quotes.  He asked the Commissioners to create a wording layout for the proposed plaque/sign so that a more accurate engraving quote could be given.   
3. Old Schoolhouse Park 

Baker presented a report on the proposed culvert and swale construction in Old Schoolhouse Park.  He asked the Commission if they wanted to move the trail from its current location.  After a site visit and discussion in Old Schoolhouse Park, the Commission decided that the best location for a paved trail is exactly on top of the current gravel trail.
4. West Ridge Park Pond
Baker explained that the low spot in West Ridge Park could be excavated to an average depth of 6.6 feet.  He also stated that a drainage tile/pipe study might be needed to assure that standing water could constantly fill the “proposed pond” all-year-long.    
5. Skateboard Ramp
Baker asked the Commission if they had any comments regarding the skateboard ramp that was placed on the basketball court at Bluejay Park.  JR stated that the ramp didn’t interfere with the basketball court.  Overall, the Commissioners agreed that the location of the ramp was fine temporarily, until another paved pad is constructed.
