I. CALL TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order at 5:32pm.
II. ADOPT AGENDA

Motion: GM/BJ, all in favor; to adopt the Agenda.
III. APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Motion: GM/JR, all in favor; to adopt the Minutes of September 6, 2005.
IV. NEW/OLD BUSINESS

1. Park & Recreation Survey and Commissioners’ Priorities
Baker handed back the “Priority Ranking Sheet” that each Commissioner had submitted the month before.  To go along with “Priority Ranking Sheet”, the Commission as a whole recommended sending out a citywide Park & Recreation Survey to the whole community.  The Commission will use the results of the survey as a basis to create a priority list and park plans.
Motion: GM/BJ, all in favor; to send out a citywide Park & Rec. Survey within the next month (October).
2. Recognition Sign for West Ridge Park 
Two Commissioners created a wording and symbol layout for the proposed recognition sign in West Ridge Park.  Baker asked the other Commissioners to send in their ideas for the sign by October 12th.  Baker stated that after all the ideas for the sign layout have been accumulated, he will then send out an email to the Commissioners showing all the options available including a hybrid option.  GH asked Staff to contact the sign company to determine the exact dimensions.    
3. Extra Dirt/Fill for West Ridge Park and Old Schoolhouse Park

David Martini, City Engineer, asked the Commission if they were interested in obtaining extra dirt from the Sunset Meadows development to place in West Ridge Park and Old Schoolhouse Park.  The Commission stated that they were interested in all of the dirt/fill available.  MT mentioned that silt fence and erosion control should be implemented.  Martini explained that he could design a grading plan and pond study for West Ridge Park based on current park concept plans.
Motion: GM/BJ, all in favor; to utilize all of the dirt from Sunset Meadows.  The extra dirt shall be placed in accordance to Staff’s recommendation:  2/3 dirt will be placed in West Ridge Park, 1/6 dirt will be placed in Old Schoolhouse Park, and the remaining 1/6 dirt to be stockpiled at the Wastewater Treatment Plant.  Erosion control measures and street cleaning shall also be implemented as part of the project.
4. Commissioners’ Report
GM and BJ stated that they would give an update on the recycling program at the next meeting. 
MT asked if anyone in the audience wanted to approach the Commission with any comments or questions.  Harley Baumann, representing the Mayer Baseball Club, asked if/when the Old Schoolhouse Park - Baseball Field will be equipped with amenities like: grandstand, restrooms, concession stand, etc.  Both Staff and the Commission explained that a park & rec. community survey and priority ranking process were currently underway.  Baker explained that short-term and long-term goals along with detailed park plans should be established before Spring 2006.  The Commission also reminded Baumann that the Baseball Club was welcome to donate toward specific park amenities.
5.  Staff Report

Baker asked the Commissioners about the history of the Mayer Parks and Open Space Plan.  The Commission wasn’t sure if the plan had been adopted yet.  Baker stated that he would look into it further.
