I. CALL TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order at 5:31 PM.
II. ADOPT AGENDA

III. APROVAL OF MINUTES

V. NEW BUSINESS

1. Gerry McMillan & Pop Can Fund
Gerry McMillan owns the Pop Can Trailer located along 7th Street NE, at R & V Service, and he also handles the Pop Can Fund along with Robert Johnson.  Due to time constraints and other priorities, Gerry McMillan announced his decision to step down from the Park & Recreation Commission, and gave Robert Johnson the authority to take over the Pop Can Fund.

The Pop Can Fund was originally created in 2000 to provide extra money for City parks without having to be approved by the City Council.  Since the City’s parks are now being funded by the budget, C.I.P., cell phone tower, and developers, the Park and Recreation Commissioners felt that other community organizations (such as the local Boy Scout Troop) could better utilize the aluminum can trailer.  The Pop Can Fund contains $5,427.42.  If approved by the City Council, $5,000 from the Pop Can Fund will be transferred to the City’s Park Fund and the remaining $427.42 will be held by Robert Johnson and available for future park needs.

Motion: GM/MT, all in favor; to recommend transferring $5,000 from the Aluminum Pop Can Fund to the City of Mayer’s Park Fund and turning over the aluminum can trailer to the Mayer Boy Scouts.

2. Park, Trails, and Open Space Plan (Comprehensive Plan)
Baker presented a revised copy of the Comprehensive Plan - Park, Trails, and Open Space Plan for the Commission to review.  He explained that a few updates and changes were made compared to an earlier version of the map.  The Commission agreed with the revisions.

Motion:  BJ/GM, all in favor; to recommend the latest revision of the Park, Trails, and Open Space Plan dated October 2006.
3. Fieldstone Park Naming (Discovery Park)
Baker asked the Park & Recreation Commission to consider naming the park area northeast of Fieldstone Parkway (Outlot C, Fieldstone).  After discussing the issue the Commission recommended naming the park Discovery Park, because it was the starting point of Discovery Trail.
Motion:  BJ/GM, all in favor; to recommend naming the park area northeast of Fieldstone Parkway (Outlot C, Fieldstone) Discovery Park.
4. Meadow Park Site Plan (Location of Play Area)
The Park & Recreation Commission discussed site planning issues relevant to the recently graded Meadow Park.  The Commission described the park as both a passive and active neighborhood park.  They decided to locate a play area on the northern level area of the park to make enough room for a future parking lot.  JR suggested using cement curbs to line the play area.  They also recommended placing an 8’ bituminous trail along the eastern edge of the wetland/low area connecting Meadow Parkway with Sunrise Circle.  A soccer field was already graded at the southern end of the park’s flat area to accommodate pickup soccer games or other organized practices or games.  They also discussed a potential tree-lined park access off of Hwy 25 at 6th Street or a dramatic entrance coming down from Meadow Parkway.  BJ suggested locating a brick circle overlook at the high point of the park near Meadow Parkway.  
Motion:  GM/BJ, all in favor; to recommend approval of the Meadow Park Site Plan dated 11-14-2006.
