I. Call Meeting to Order
Meeting called to order at 7:05pm by Commissioner Chair Tom Stifter.

II. Adopt Agenda

Commission Chair Stifter asked if there were any additions or changes to the agenda. Commission Hahn indicated that he would like to rearrange the order of the agenda, moving items 1 (Oath of Office) and 2 (Election of Officers) to after item 4 (Ordinance 102-K).

Motion: DW/LH, all in favor; To approve the agenda with changes.

III. Adopt Minutes

Motion: LW/DW, all in favor; To approve the January 4th, 2005 minutes with the change of date from “December 7, 2004” to “January 4, 2005” in the header.

IV. NEW/OLD BUSINESS

1. Public Hearing: Final Plat Review of Fieldstone 1st Addition:

Alger presented a base map and overview of the Fieldstone Final Plat, indicating that there were some engineering items still being worked out and requesting that the public hearing be continued until a future meeting, to be determined. It was determined that the Planning Commission could hold a special meeting on February 28, 2005 to review and make a recommendation on the final plat, before the City Council meeting. A formal motion should be made after the hearing for this item is opened and public comment is received.

7:15- Public Hearing opened

Louis Honebrink inquired about street names on 62nd Street, whether or not Fieldstone Parkway could handle farm traffic and what would ultimately become of the current entrance for 62nd Street. Alger stated that the street was proposed to have two names at this point, “Fieldstone Parkway” on the portion in City limits and “62nd Street” in the township. She further indicated that the future of the current 62nd Street access would depend on the plans Lutheran High had for the area as well as what MNDOT would require. Terry Hartman indicated the road was being built to a higher quality than what was there right now and handling all farm and truck traffic would not be a problem.

7:30- Public Hearing Continued until February 28, 2005 at 5:30 p.m., special meeting of the Planning Commission (motion: LH/LW, all in favor)

2. Public Hearing: Ordinance 102-K- Landscape Ordinance.

Alger presented Ordinance 102-K, amendment to the Landscape Ordinance, indicating that the language was the same as the draft ordinance presented at the January meeting, except for the change in tree requirements to 1 per 60’ of lot perimeter (non-street facing) in the C/I District. Commissioner Hahn indicated he still felt that the foundation planting requirements were excessive.

7:40- Public Hearing Opened

Commission Chair Stifter asked if there were any comments from the public. None were stated. Commissioner Hahn indicated he still felt that the foundation planting requirements were excessive.

7:45- Public Hearing Closed.

Motion: (DW/RH), all in favor; to approved Ordinance 102-K.

3. Commissioners Oath of Office.

Alger accepted the oaths of office from Commissioners Biehle, Hahn, Stifter, Wachholz and Wasser.

4. Election of Officers: Chair, Vice-Chair & Secretary.

5. Commissioners Report.

Commissioner Wasser inquired about the potential happenings on the Drew Property and downtown revitalization. Alger indicated that she needed a member of the Planning Commission to serve on the search committee for a comp plan amendment consultant.
