I. Call Meeting to Order
Meeting called to order at 5:40 pm by Commissioner Hahn.

II. Adopt Agenda

Commissioner Hahn asked if there were any additions or changes to the agenda. None were stated.

Motion: DW/CB, all in favor; To approve the agenda as presented.

III. Adopt Minutes

No minutes to adopt.

IV. NEW/OLD BUSINESS

1. Public Hearing: Final Plat Review of Fieldstone 1st Addition:

Alger presented a base map and overview of the Fieldstone Final Plat, indicating that the outstanding issues presented at the March 1st meeting has been overall addressed and staff was comfortable with the Commission approving the final plat at this point, subject to the stated conditions.

5:42- Public Hearing opened

Mary Ann Hoese stated concern over the placement of Fieldstone Parkway in relation to her house. Mr. Hartman stated that the access was recommended by MnDOT and that a turn lane would be placed for Hoese’s driveway. Hoese had the option of driveway access within the development and chose not to take it.

Louis Honebrink inquired about the width of Fieldstone Parkway. Alger stated it was 44’ feet curb-to-curb for the potential of a three-lane road in the future.

5:56 Public Hearing Closed 

Motion: DW/RH, all in favor; to approve the final plat for Fieldstone 1st Addition, subject to the following conditions:

1. Approval of the final construction drawing by the City Engineer.

2. Submittal of a letter of approval from MnDOT for the Fieldstone Parkway access.

3. Incorporation of any additional State and County requirements.

4. Rezoning of the property from PRD to PRD-F.

2. Public Hearing: Fieldstone 2nd Addition Preliminary Plat.

Alger presented a base map and information regarding the preliminary plat for Fieldstone 2nd Addition. Alger stated there were 160 single family lots, likely to be phased out into 2-3 phases, and various outlots for parks, trails, open space, ponding, etc. She also indicated that a 9th condition should be added indicating that all state and county approvals be submitted.

5:57- Public Hearing Opened

Louis Honebrink asked how close the development was to the “T” road. Terry Hartman indicated that it did not go past Quartz Avenue. Honebrink further inquired about any water issues that may arise from the development to the south side of Fieldstone Parkway/62nd Street. Hartman indicated that as far as he was aware his engineer was addressing those concerns. A meeting will be set up with the City Engineer, Fieldstone Engineer and property owners to discuss those concerns.

Alger stated that because public notice post cards did not go out in time, it would be necessary to continue the public hearing until the March 14th City Council meeting when they would make a final decision on the plat.

Motion: LW/CB, all in favor; to continue the public hearing to the March 14th City Council meeting at 6:30 pm.

Motion: LW/CB, all in favor; to recommend approval of the preliminary plat for Fieldstone 2nd Addition, subject to the following conditions:

1. Submittal of a list indicating use, ownership and maintenance of all Outlots.

2. Realignment of Outlot L to line up with Bridge Street.

3. Extension of cul-de-sacs on temporarily dead-ended roads with signs posted indicating the street will be extended in the future.

4. Resolution on the remaining 7.8% park dedication requirement.

5. Rezoning of the property from A-1 to PRD-F

6. Comp Plan Amendment

7. Availability of sewer services

8. Incorporation of comments from the City Engineers letter, dated February 22, 2005.
