1. 5-Year Parks & Trails Improvement Plan

Baker presented the Commission with a City of Mayer 5-year Parks & Tails Improvement Plan based on the comments at the previous meeting.  The 5-year improvement plan was based on funding from $55,000 - $65,000 per year.  It showed all the high ranking projects and some of the medium ranking projects being implemented within the next 5 years (as ranked on the 2007 Parks & Trails Improvement Plan).  MT suggested moving West Ridge Park trash receptacles and benches up one year to finish off the park.  He also mentioned that bike racks should be included at each park.  JR stated the plan fits in with the results from the Parks Survey.  JR also suggested that the County might help erect trail/park lights.  JR also asked about the future of Discovery Park in Fieldstone and the Dakota Trail.  Baker stated that park funds would be held off for Discovery Park until an eastern bypass corridor preservation study is completed.  He also mentioned that the Dakota Rail Line Trail was maintained by the Carver County Rail Authority and is slated for paving in 2009 from the Hennepin County line to the City of Mayer.

Baker also mentioned that the City of Mayer was one of five communities to receive the Balanced Growth Implementation Project Grant (1000 Friends of Minnesota and Community Growth Institute).
