APPROVE AGENDA 
MOTION made by Council Member Osborn with a second by Council Member Stieve-McPadden to 
approve the agenda with the addition of Authorization to expend funds for the Mayer Rising Community 
Festival.  Motion Carried 4/0

APPROVE CONSENT AGENDA 
After a few questions, a MOTION was made by Council Member Osborn with a second by Council 
Member Boder to approve the Consent Agenda as presented:  Motion Carried 4/0.    

1. Approve Minutes of the January 24, 2011 Regular Council Meeting as corrected 
2. Approve the Claims for the Month of February 2011 
3. Approve the Check Summary for the Month of January 2011. 
4. Approve the final payment for the Fire Department Lot (314 Ash Ave S.) in the amount of 

$163,698.89. 
5. Approve the Building Permit Report for the Month ending January 2011. 
6. Authorize the Mayor’s Signature on the 10% State Gambling Form. 
7. Approve Resolution 2-14-2011-6 approving Lawful Gambling for Ducks Unlimited. 

 
CITY ADMINISTRATOR  

1. Resolution 02-14-2011-3 Amending Current Annexation Agreement with Camden 
Township – The City has been working toward annexation of the Regional Rail Authority 
property within the City of Mayer.  The first action the City must take is to amend the current 
Joint Orderly Annexation Resolution between the City and Camden Township.  A portion of the 
area that the City needs to annex will have to be removed from the current Orderly Annexation 
area and added to a new OA agreement.  After some discussion, a MOTION was made by 
Council Member Stieve-McPadden and seconded by Council Member Osborn to approve 
Resolution 02-14-2011-03 Amendment to the Joint Resolution for Orderly Annexation between 
Camden Township and the City of Mayer.  Motion Carried 4/0.  

2. Resolution 02-14-2011-4 Approving Orderly Annexation Area with Camden Township – 
The City must now approve a new Orderly Annexation area from Camden Township.  This area 
includes the area that was exempted with Resolution 02-14-2011-3 and adds an additional 25 
acres (the Regional Rail Authority property area) to the area for orderly annexation.  A MOTION 
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was made by Council Member Boder and seconded by Council Member Stieve-McPadden to 
approve Resolution 02-14-2011-04 the new Joint Orderly Annexation Agreement between the 
City of Mayer and Camden Township.  Motion Carried 4/0. 

3. Approval of Change in Sheriff’s Hours – The City of Mayer’s Town Cop will be taking a 
leave of absence under the Family Medical Leave Act.  The leave will start on or about February 
22, 2011 and will continue for eight weeks.  The Personnel Committee has suggested that the 
position not be temporarily filled.  The City would then receive a refund of $10,715.00 which 
could be put toward next year’s budget.  After some discussion, a MOTION was made by 
Council Member Stieve-McPadden and seconded by Council Member Osborn to not fill the 
temporary position at all and receive a refund of $10,715.00.  Motion Carried.  4/0 

4. Approval of Resolution 2-14-2011-5 in Support of Carver County Parks – Carver County 
Parks is applying for Legacy Grant Funding to complete the trail from Mayer through New 
Germany to the McLeod County line.  They are asking the City for support in their endeavor to 
apply for the grant funds.  A MOTION was made by Council Member Boder and seconded by 
Council Member Osborn approving Resolution 02-14-2011-05 Support of Carver County Trails 
Funding.  Motion Carried 4/0. 

5. Mayer Rising Festival Committee Historical Display and Memorabilia – The Mayer Rising 
Community Festival Committee is asking for funds to purchase a historical exhibit for $1200.00 
(which would belong to the City) to display at the 125th Anniversary Celebration this summer.  A 
MOTION was made by Council Member Stieve-McPadden and seconded by Council Member 
Osborn to approve the purchase of the exhibit for $1200.00 authorizing funds from the Fine Arts 
Fund.  Motion Carried 4/0.   
 
The Committee is also requesting funds to purchase memorabilia to sell for the 125th 
Anniversary Celebration such as postcards, key rings and ceramic mugs.  Funds are needed to 
purchase these items but will be paid back when items are sold.  A MOTION was made by 
Council Member Osborn and seconded by Council Member Stieve-McPadden to authorize the 
funds at an amount not to exceed $1500.00.  Motion Carried 3/1 (Boder).
