IV. OLD BUSINESS

1. City Entrance Signs
Baker presented the staff report and explained the different city entrance sign proposals.  Three different quotes were received:  Identi-Graphics (1 option/no picture), Sign Source (3 options), and CD Products (2 options).  He asked the Commission to consider what was most important:  cost, aesthetics, or durability.  The Commissioners discussed each sign and favored the masonry monument signs from Sign Source over the cheaper sign proposals from CD Products.  The Commission members suggested obtaining new quotes from local masons to potentially lower the cost.

Motion: RH/DW, all in favor; to recommend approval of Sign Source Option # 3 without the planter, but with the same stone look in the middle instead of a sandblasted sign (combination of Sign Source Option # 2 & # 3).  The sign should also be located on the northwest corner of the Hwy 25 & 30 intersection (Hidden Creek side), on top of the berm.
