I. Call Meeting to Order
Meeting called to order at 6:02 PM by Chair Stifter.
II. Adopt Agenda

Motion: LH/DW, all in favor; to approve the agenda. 
III. Adopt Minutes

Motion: DW/LH, all in favor; to approve the minutes of the August 28, 2006.
IV. OLD BUSINESS

1. None.
V. NEW BUSINESS

1. Site Plan Review – 113 5th Street NE – Detached Garage
Baker presented the Staff report.  He stated that the applicant, Jeff Schwartz, was requesting site plan approval to erect a 36’ x 26’ (936 sq. ft.) detached garage on the northeast part of his rear yard.  Baker described the yard statistics and relevant zoning ordinance requirements for accessory structures (design characteristics, setbacks, and yard percentage).  He also showed the Commission pictures of the surrounding environment and the mature trees lining the northern property line.
Jeff Schwartz answered questions and described the proposed project to the Commission.  He also explained the property survey conflict, stating that the property pins in his neighborhood might be 14’ off (east-west).
Motion: LH/LW, all in favor; to approve the site plan for 113 5th Street NE showing a proposed detached garage with the following conditions:

· A building permit shall be obtained before any construction starts.

· The existing shed shall be removed from the property before the final building inspection.

· Lilac bushes (or similar plantings) shall be planted along the western side of the garage to screen the building.

· The detached garage shall look similar to the existing house (constructed with similar materials). 

2. Site Plan Review – Coldwater Crossing Temporary Development Sign
Baker presented the Staff report, stating that the developer of Coldwater Crossing is proposing to erect a temporary development sign near the western entrance.  He explained that the sign would be similar to the entrance sign near the eastern intersection of County Hwy 30 and Coldwater Xing.  He also showed pictures and a site plan map.

LH and RH suggested revising the language in Staff’s approval condition # 3 to ensure that the owner of Lot 1, Block 3, Coldwater Crossing 6th Addition (the developer) does not sell the lot with the sign still on it.  

Motion: LH/LW, all in favor; to approve the temporary development sign with the following conditions:
1. The sign shall not exceed sixty (60) square feet in area and have a maximum height of ten (10) feet.

2. The sign shall be removed when the project is seventy-five percent (75%) complete or sold.

3. The sign shall be contained within an easement/outlot or shall be removed upon any sale of the lot. 

4. A building permit shall be obtained before any sign construction can start.

5. Exact sign dimensions, lettering, and colors shall be submitted along with the building permit.  

VI. COMMISSIONERS’ REPORT & QUESTIONS
The Commissioners asked Staff to check on landscape issues in the Commercial/Industrial Park, specifically 404 and 642 Shimmcor Street.
